Monica Littrell, 774 Buttercup Court — (Ms. Littrell did not want to publicize her name
or address on television, she gave me her information later in the meeting) Ms. Littrell
was asking for clarification on the regulations of parking a camper on the street for
loading and unloading purposes. Mike Robke reported that campers are not permitted to
be parked on any street and that is enforceable by the Police Department. Chief Knauf
explained that the camper could be on the street for a reasonable amount of time for
loading and unloading. However, due to the narrow street and parking being allowed on
both sides of the street the issue is that Emergency Vehicles cannot get through.
Commissioner Murray thought that a reasonable amount of time to load or unload may be
an hour. Campers are also not allowed to be stored in a driveway per our Zoning Code.
C.A.O. Bailey discussed with Ms. Littrell how to apply for a variance through the
Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission.
