First Aide Defibrillator Program
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 The entire Taylor Mill Police Department is certified by the state of Kentucky as Emergency Medical First Aide, as well as certified in the use of the automated external defibrillator (AED).  The AED is used to revive an individual that is suffering from cardiac arrest.  The AED units are carried by police officers around the clock.
Often times when a life squad is dispatched to a medical emergency, a police officer is the first person to arrive on the scene.  Our police officers are trained to administer first aide and/or deploy possible life saving measures by deploying the AED when warranted.
