Police Department  

 

Our Police Department was recently selected by the Dept of Homeland Security to receive an Automated License Plate Reader (ALPR) to be installed in one our our police cruisers.  This is a very expensive device, cost approximately $25,000 per unit. 

 

The device is being funded by a Homeland Security Grant who partnered with the N.KY Law Enforcement and Southern Ohio Law Enforcement to place ALPR systems in police units throughout our region.  

 

The ALPR works in this fashion when an officer is on routine patrol, the device automatically reads vehicle license plates when contact is made.  The ALPR then runs the license plate to check for proper registration, performs a query to see if the vehicle has been reported stolen, will verify the driving status of the owner that is associated with the car, as well as, doing a search for active arrest warrants.  

 

We anticipate this unit being deployed in the Spring of 2012.

Fire Department
 

We would like to remind residents who may no longer have a home phone and instead rely upon their cell phone that in the event of an emergency when utilizing a cell phone that the call may bounce off of a tower not within our jurisdiction.  As a result, your emergency call could end up with a 911 Dispatch Center that does not dispatch Taylor Mill Police or Fire Departments.  

 

If this occurs the agency you reached will transfer your call to  our Dispatching Agency with Kenton County.  Always verify that your call has reached the correct agency and provide the dispatcher with your name, location address, and telephone number.  It is always acceptable to call back and verify that your call was received and dispatched accordingly if possible.  

 

In an emergency it is always safest to use a land line so your location address automatically is sent to dispatch.  That way in an emergency if you get disconnected an Officer will respond to check on you in case its an emergency.

Kentucky Legislature Session
What to watch for in the 2012 Regular Session
 

Gavels fell in the House and Senate shortly after noon on Tuesday, January 3rd signaling the start of the 2012 Legislative Session.  Lawmakers who gathered in Frankfort for this session are prepared to address a litany of tough issues facing the Commonwealth.

 

One of those tough issues is redistricting.  There are few things more political and more emotional than this process.  Redistricting occurs every 10 years to account for population changes in the Census.  In Kentucky, lawmakers have sole discretion in changing boundary lines.  One of the first actions of the session was the filing of a proposal that would redraw boundary lines around the state's legislative and congressional districts.  Redistricting will no doubt be the dominating topic that legislators will be concentrating on as this session heats up.

 

Once Redistricting is passed, lawmakers will likely then turn their focus on the budget, which has proven to be challenging in the past for a legislature that has a Democratic majority in the House and a Republican majority in the Senate.  Governor Beshear has warned that the upcoming budget cycle could be the most challenging yet.  The lingering recession has triggered $1 billion dollars in revenue shortfalls over the past four years.  With federal stimulus money used up and no sentiment for a tax increase, lawmakers will have to craft a lean two-year budget that will likely require further cuts to government agencies and services.  Also of note, Governor Beshear announced he will appoint a new commission on tax reform, led by Lt. Governor Jerry Abramson.  The Blue Ribbon Commission on Tax Reform will study issues related to taxes in the state and will also hold public meetings on the subject.

 

Additional items that are already serving as conversation pieces in the hall of Frankfort is a push to allow expanded gambling in Kentucky, as well as, how the Commonwealth plans to address the Unemployment Insurance issue that is looming on the horizon.

 

It was an action packed first week of the 2012 regular session and there is no doubt this session promises to not only be memorable, but also pivotal in charting the course for business in Kentucky for years to come.

 

The purpose of this Legislative Update is to inform Taylor Mill residents about how legislation in Frankfort affects our community and, most importantly, give you an easy way to ACT.  We urge you to phone your legislator when issues of concern are introduced, using the Toll Free 1-800-372-7181 Message Line.

 

When using this message line, you are not connected directly with your legislator.  Instead, this simple service allows you to leave a brief 30 second to 45 second message with a live operator, who will complete a "green slip" that each House and Senate member reviews on a frequent basis.  Short messages are best, such as:  This is John Smith, and I live at 123 Maple Street in Taylor Mill.  Would you please inform Representative Kerr  that I support HB _(insert # here)_, and ask that he support it, too.
