Before we immerse ourselves fully in the festivities of the season, I wanted to take a few minutes and share with you the following community news and information.

 

 

Zoning Issues in Taylor Mill 

 

Residents are encouraged to maintain their properties in conformance with the International Property Maintenance Codes.  Residents who have any general zoning issues relative to property maintenance with their neighbors (such as tall grass and weeds, junk and debris, the improper storage of boats and/or trailers in driveways or side yards, inoperable vehicles, etc.)  should contact the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC).  The City of Taylor Mill contracts with the NKAPC to provide our residents access to a One Stop Shop Program.

 

NKAPC's One Stop Shop Program unites the codes administration responsibilities for the City of Taylor Mill under one roof.  The program is built on NKAPC's "critical mass" of professionals, providing economics of scale that are impossible for local jurisdictions like Taylor Mill to duplicate.

 

In addition to the International Property Maintenance Code, the One Stop Shop Program also administers the Uniform Statewide Kentucky Building Codes (including the National Electric Codes), and local zoning ordinances.

Road Construction/Maintenance
 

As you are aware, the KY 16 Reconstruction/Relocation Project Phase 1, from I-275 to Taylor Creek, was awarded to Lawrence Construction of Walton, KY.  At a recent pre-construction meeting it was indicated that clearing and grubbing on the project would commence (pending weather conditions) on November 28, 2011.  The project is anticipated to last approximately 188 working construction days with final construction efforts wrapping up in early 2013.  

 

The State of Kentucky originally estimated the cost of Phase 1 to be approximately $10 million dollars.  The bid submitted by Lawrence Construction was for an estimated $7.8 million dollars.

 

 

The City recently awarded to M&W Excavation a contract for various concrete slab replacements on Stone Hill Drive.  Work will commence in the next week or so and continue until complete or as long as weather conditions permit.  We are anticipating further road repairs on Stone Hill to also take place during the 2012 Construction season also.

 

Additionally, we have ongoing road maintenance and blacktopping occurring on the following city streets:  Mason Road, Old Taylor Mill Road, Sandman Drive, and Leland Drive.

 Crime Prevention
 

Ongoing investigations into a series of recent burglaries over the last few months has lead to the arrest of a local suspect.  The suspect ultimately advised the police department that he knew the various family members of his victims and that he would typically gain access to their homes via unlocked doors and windows.  Special congratulations to Sergeant Karen Spanyer who was the arresting officer for all her determination and hard work on the outstanding cases.

 

In order to protect yourself against theft....

 

Please lock your home when you are away, including your garage and storage sheds/buildings.

 

Make sure all windows are closed and locked particularly those at ground level.

 

Take pictures and/or videos of your valuables, especially jewelry, as it is often hard to trace.

 

Log the serial numbers of your electronic devices and store that information in a secure location.

 

If you use a cleaning company please check the credentials of the company and their employees.  We also recommend you monitor them closely while they are in your home.  This is true of any type of other service providers you invite in for repairs and services.

 

Put your valuables away (such as credit cards, cash, jewelry, guns, important papers, etc) by locking them in a home lock box or safe.

 

Don't leave purses or valuables in your car for others to see, and please keep your car doors locked.

 

Don't share your garage door codes with individuals outside of your immediate family members and remember to change them frequently. 

 

 

A vast majority of these cases are found to be drug users stealing from friends and family members to support their drug habit.  Be mindful of those you befriend and always report any suspicions behavior to your local police department by dialing 911.
 

Fire Safety 
 

Don't forget to change your Smoke Detector batteries annually.  Your local Fire/EMS Staff is happy to assist you with this in the event you are unable to just contact us at 859.581.6565.

 

Additional fire safety tips include extinguishing candles while not at home or sleeping, and have your chimney's checked for soot buildup prior to building a fire in your fireplace.
