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City of Taylor Mill Embarks on Zoning Ordinance Revisions to 

Encourage and Support a New Downtown District

City of Taylor Mill, Kentucky – March 15, 2007 – In anticipation of development opportunities resulting from the realignment of KY 16, the City of Taylor Mill is embarking on an update of its Zoning Ordinance text and maps to encourage and support a new, vibrant Downtown District. The City has hired McKenna Associates, Inc., the Midwest’s leading community planning firm, to assist the City in the preparation of the zoning amendments. The concept of the Downtown District was developed through the close collaboration of the City and residents and culminated in the adoption of the I-275/KY 16 Improvement Area Land Use Study in 2006. While the Land Use Study establishes the vision for appropriate uses and use locations within the new Downtown District, zoning amendments are required to make the Downtown District a reality.
As identified in the Land Use Study, the Downtown District will include a new “Main Street” that will accommodate a mix of uses, allowing residents to work, shop, and enjoy entertainment in the new downtown area. The Downtown District will also require the development of high-quality buildings, streetscapes, and pedestrian walkways. Zoning amendments are necessary in creating new downtown zoning districts to accommodate future mixed-use, retail, and office uses. The amendments will also include design and landscaping standards to ensure that a cohesive, attractive environment is created for the enjoyment of Taylor Mill residents. 
Numerous public meetings will be held throughout the process of developing zoning amendments, including City Commission and Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC) meetings, with dates to be announced when dates and times are determined. Residents are invited to attend these meetings to learn more about the process and to offer input on the proposed zoning amendments. Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance will be drafted in March and April 2007, with City Commission consideration anticipated in July 2007. Following adoption of the zoning amendments, the new development of property in the downtown area must conform to the new regulations and guidelines of the Downtown District. 
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
