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City of Taylor to Hold Open House for Residents and Business Owners 

To Discuss New Downtown Districts
City of Taylor Mill, Kentucky – May 7, 2007 – Residents and business owners of the City of Taylor Mill are invited to participate in an Open House on Monday, May 21, 2007 between 4:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. to discuss new downtown zoning districts and amendments to the City’s Zoning Ordinance. The Open House marks an important milestone for the project. It will be the first opportunity for residents and business owners to discuss and offer input on the proposed text and map changes including new downtown zoning districts and site development, design, and landscaping standards for future development. The new downtown zoning district will implement the vision of the I-275/KY 16 Improvement Area Land Use Study adopted by the City in 2006. 

As identified in the Land Use Study, the new downtown districts will include a new “Main Street” area that will accommodate a mix of uses, allowing residents to work, shop, and enjoy entertainment in the new downtown area. The downtown districts will also require the development of high-quality buildings, streetscapes, and pedestrian walkways. Zoning amendments are necessary in creating new downtown zoning districts to accommodate future mixed-use, retail, and office uses. The revisions will also include design and landscaping standards to ensure that a cohesive, attractive environment is created for the enjoyment of Taylor Mill residents. 
Numerous public meetings will be held throughout the process of developing zoning amendments, including City Commission and Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC) meetings, with dates to be announced when dates and times are determined. Residents are invited to attend these meetings to learn more about the process and to offer input on the proposed zoning amendments. The project is expected to culminate in the adoption of zoning amendments in July 2007. 
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
