COMMISSION MEETING

January 9, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the December 12, 2007 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Norm and Patricia Steinhilber of 663 Ridgeway Drive wanted to express their appreciation to Mayor Kreimborg and the Commissioners for their dedicated service.

Mayor Kreimborg announced that we would wait for Mrs. Fisk’s family to arrive before beginning the award presentation.
LEGISLATION

Mayor Kreimborg read a Resolution recognizing Father Tom Robbins as he concludes his appointment as pastor with St. Anthony’s Parish in Taylor Mill.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the Ordinance as read.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
On November 20, 2007 a Special Meeting regarding underground utilities was held.  At the conclusion of that meeting Ms. Bailey was asked to review the information with Commissioner Reis and our City Engineer Mark Brueggemann with CDS & Associates, and then report their findings back to the Commission.  Prior to this meeting Mr. Brueggemann distributed a report detailing a cost summary for the KY-16 underground utility relocation.  The cost estimate for the relocation of underground utilities for the new development downtown district area from I-275 along new KY-16 to the Taylor Creek subdivision is $488,527.50.  The breakdown of the estimate is as follows:  electric costs $204,527.50, telephone costs $50,000.00, cable costs $5,000.00, decorative street lighting costs $158,700.00 and utilities at the entrance to the Taylor Creek subdivision costs $70,300.00.  Ms Bailey stated that we have money in reserve earmarked for a capital improvement project from the sale of the Water Department.  Additionally, once the construction of the road begins we will be receiving occupational license fees, and payroll taxes from companies and workers on the project.  We will also be applying for grants and funding from the State. After much discussion and input from each Commissioner, it was decided that to attract developers and businesses to the downtown district it is important to establish a distinctive look within this new project area.  Although the total cost of installation for underground utilities is a major concern, it was the consensus to follow through with the commitment that we have already invested in our downtown district to make it as aesthetically pleasing as possible.  Commissioner Bell made a motion to adopt and accept the Ky-16 Underground Utility Relocation Plan as written and presented by CDS and Associates.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

GUESTS (Continued)
Mayor Kreimborg announced that the recipient of the 2007 Gordon L. Johnson Public Service Award was Mrs. Meriam T. Fisk.  Mrs. Fisk was chosen for her distinguished service throughout the years.  Among many things, she served on the City Commission, served as Mayor from 1986-1990, served many years with the Volunteer Fire Department, and as a Hospice volunteer, and she volunteers with Taylor Mill Recreation. The Mayor presented Mrs. Fisk with a commemorative plaque and clock, congratulated and thanked her for her years of dedication to the City of Taylor Mill.

NEW BUSINESS

Anthony Beach requested a zone change for 13 acres of land approximately 600 ft. south of Ridgeway Drive on the east side of Taylor Mill Road, currently zoned R1C and Professional Office, to a Residential Real Estate.  Having made the rezone request at the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission, their staff member Andy, updated our Commission on their findings and recommendations. Their staff recommended disapproval, however the Planning Commission is recommending approval, with the condition of no livestock other than horses be permitted to be kept and/or boarded on this property. Anthony and Sandy Beach were present and answered questions from our Commission, regarding grass, fencing, and the possibility of building a residential dwelling on the property.  After much discussion Commissioner Bell made a motion to accept the NKAPC recommendation to approve the zone change.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms. Bailey introduced our new representative from McKenna Associates, Brian Forshner.  He was asked to give a brief description of the Economic Development Plan and the Licking River Land Use Study.  He outlined the Economic Development Plan for the Rt. 16 Land Use to take it to the next level: take advantage of all opportunities, identify tools, incentives, and strategic projects, create a marketing plan, recruit new business & developers, and to combine all things into a report to generate interest for the downtown district.  For the Licking River Land Use Study: prepare a matrix range of land uses, and to do a land capability analysis to see what would be available in the area.  Ms. Bailey would like to have McKenna Associates involved in the Greenway Licking River Plan, Vision 2015 the study looking into the Economic and Industrial Development of the Licking River area.  After some discussion Mayor Kreimborg suggested that the Commission take time to look over the proposed plan and discuss it further at the next Commission meeting.  Ms. Bailey agreed, and mentioned that a seminar to learn more about the project would be held on January 17, 2008 if anyone was interested in attending. 
BUILDING & ZONING 
Ms. Bailey reported that the Code Enforcement Board is up and running, and has been very effective.  Properties have been cleaned up and some fines have been imposed.  
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – No report.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that 95% of property taxes have been collected.  Delinquent notices have been sent out to the remaining 5%.  He reiterated that the funds received for the Sidewalk Grant must be spent by June 30, 2008, or the money will have to be returned to the state.
ENGINEERING – Mr. Brueggemann has been working with Mr. Wichmann to secure a few remaining easements for the sidewalk project.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that revenues are at 74% and expenditures are at 41%.
FIRE – No report.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – No report.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the Taylor Mill Night at Jump Zone, which had been scheduled for January 26th, has been cancelled. The owner of the facility called and reduced the capacity number from 200 children to 100 children.  Since we sold 187 tickets to this event last year we felt that limiting our number by half would not be feasible for this to be a profitable outing.  
POLICE – Commissioner Reis stated that we received a letter of resignation from Officer Dave Herald.  His last day of employment would be on February 10, 2008.  
There being no further business, Commissioner Haake made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 8:31 p.m.  
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
