COMMISSION MEETING

January 10, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Mayor Kreimborg welcomed Commissioner Dan Murray to his first official meeting as a Taylor Mill Commissioner.  Commissioner Murray holds the seat vacated by Commissioner Sara Voelker.    

Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the November 8, 2006 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the December 18, 2006 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Chief Knauf introduced our newest Police Officer Dave Herald.  Officer Herald started on December 29, 2006.  He previously served with the Boone County Police Department for 17 years before retiring.  After one year of retirement, he decided to rejoin the workforce.  Officer Herald is a certified D.A.R.E. and Community Resource officer, and is currently training with Lieutenant Wilson.
Chief Knauf announced that Officer Chris Boone had won the Governor’s Award for the most D.U.I. arrests made from our Police Department.  Mayor Kreimborg presented him with a plaque.

Bonnie Dobson from Rust Road was not present.
LEGISLATION

Ms. Bailey read a Resolution authorizing the filing of an application seeking funding from the National Recreational Trails Fund.  Because this grant requires a 20% match of funds, a Resolution must accompany the application.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Resolution as read.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms. Bailey read a Resolution authorizing and approving the execution of a MRA Bond Fund Agreement.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Resolution as read.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Chief Knauf reported on the status of the parking situation on Bonnie Lane.  After speaking with several of the residents, and repeated site visits, he stated that the parking issues appear to have improved greatly.  The Police Department will continue to patrol and monitor the parking on Bonnie Lane.  Cheryl Moore was in attendance and stated that she was satisfied with the results of the Police Department’s efforts and hopes that the parking on Bonnie Lane will continue to improve.
NEW BUSINESS

Ms. Bailey presented the Insurance Premium Tax Proposal.  Currently our Insurance Premium Tax rate is 8% and she proposed to increase the rate to 10%, citing other Northern Kentucky cities that collect 10%; Bellevue, Bromley, Covington, Erlanger, and Newport, while the City of Dayton collects 12%.  The consensus of the Commission was to increase the tax to 9%, which had previously been discussed during the Budget meetings.  Ms. Bailey recommended increasing the Insurance Premium Tax to 10%, and eliminating the $10 Vehicle License Fee. We currently charge each resident $10 for each vehicle they have registered within the Taylor Mill city limits.  We constantly receive complaints from residents regarding the Vehicle License Fee.  This is a fee or tax that our residents do not like.  The fee is usually collected at the courthouse during the registration process, and the County keeps $1 of each $10 collected. The 10% Insurance Premium Tax would yield approximately $40,000 to $50,000 annually, while we currently collect approximately $35,000 to $40,000 annually for the Vehicle License Fee.  Stating that the decision does not need to be made at this meeting, Ms. Bailey would like revisit this issue at the next regular scheduled Commission meeting allowing the Commission time to decide.
BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that Matt Wells a member of our fire volunteers has moved out of the city and has retired from our department.  Mr. Wells has been a valued member of our department and will be missed.  The architect has made some revisions on the plans for the Community Center, and the bids will go out on February 1st, with a completion date of March 31st.  We are currently working on a magazine/booklet highlighting the 50th Anniversary of Taylor Mill, which will include a calendar of events, department updates, and various other articles, pictures and stories.  A booklet will be mailed to each residence.  We anticipate mailing by February 1st.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that the Administration office has been extremely busy with processing tax payments and passport applications.  Sixty percent of all of the taxes collected were received during the last three days of the year.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – No report.
FIRE – Chief Halpin reported that they have applied for a $43,000 FEMA grant to purchase smoke detectors and lithium batteries.  After reviewing the 29 applications for the 2 vacant Firefighter positions, the review board will interview 7 applicants on Tuesday, January 16th and will make a recommendation by the end of the month.  
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell thanked Mr. Roden for posting signs to slow traffic traveling on Wayman’s Branch Road, in the big curve.  
Mayor Kreimborg complimented and thanked Mr. Roden for the design and work on the new Taylor Mill 50th Anniversary sign that has been hung in the Commission Chambers.  The wooded sign has been carved and painted, consisting of very intricate details.  
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that we are currently working on the 2007 calendar of events.  Our next meeting will be on January 22nd.
POLICE – Chief Knauf announced that their department is working towards earning a national accredidation.  Currently the State of Kentucky only has three departments that are nationally accredited; Lexington, Louisville, and Newport.    
At 7:32 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 8:00 p.m.
Mayor Kreimborg read a Municipal Order appointing Roger B. Reis, of 836 Robertson Road, as a member of the City Commission to fulfill a vacancy on the board created by the resignation of Commissioner Paul Wright.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the Municipal Order as presented.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Administrator called the roll.

Frank Wichmann, presided over the administration of the oath of office to Roger Reis, and the City Commission welcomed Commissioner Reis.

Mayor Kreimborg read a Municipal Order to appoint Commission Liaisons and the Mayor Pro Tem.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Municipal Order appointing Commissioners as liaisons to the following departments:
