CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that Rumpke would send out another round of notices which would allow residents to choose to receive a free recycling or free trash toter/can. LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the maintenance department did a great job of clearing the streets during the last snow fall.  He also thanked Mike Robke and Tom Bishop for their help.  Mr. Roden reported that a contractor will begin hauling free fill dirt into the park next week.  The dirt will be placed in front of the Community Center.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the 2010 calendar of events has been completed; however, we are still looking for new and exciting events to add to our calendar.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis read a letter from a resident complimenting the Police Department on their “Vacation Watch” program.   He also reported that Officer Mills has completed his training and is in his second week of solo patrol.  Chief Knauf reported that the new cruiser video cameras have been installed and this state of the art equipment is outstanding. Every time an officer pulls up to the police department the data from their camera is automatically downloaded to a computer and stored.  
At 7:48 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale of real property by a public agency, and 61.810(f) discussions or hearings which might lead to the appointment, discipline, or dismissal of an individual employee, 61.810 (c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation against or on behalf of the public agency.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 8:45 p.m.

Commissioner Murray requested that we consider looking at the option of building a second story on a future city building instead of building out.  It was the consensus of the City Commission that we look at the viability of that potential with the architects in future discussions with them.

The City Commission also discussed the need to explore in future projects the ability to residents at the north end of the City limits informed about various types of ongoing endeavors, such as recreation projects, and volunteer opportunities.

The City Commission also reviewed the list of recreation projects proposed for the 2010 calendar year and indicated that they would like to add the haunted trail back into the project list and that they wanted to pursue the feasibility of hosting a summer concert with Hot Wax performing.  After much discussion about the Recreation Program and proposed events, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
