Representing the Scott High School Band Boosters, Dia Erpenbeck, Sandy Beach, and Marilyn Stevens asked the City for permission to host another 5K Run in an effort to raise and generate funds for the band.  The race called  “Band on the Run” will be held on Saturday, November 21, 2009, at 8:00 a.m., utilizing the same course that Taylor Mill Recreation’s 5K Run “Run for the Rec of it!” follows along Old Taylor Mill Road, beginning and ending at Scott High School.  They also requested that the police and fire departments assist with their run as they have in the past.  Chief Knauf stated that the Taylor Mill Police Department would handle traffic control, and Chief Halpin stated that they would have a life squad onsite the day of the race.   Commissioner Bell made a motion to allow the “Band on the Run” 5K Run to be held with the aforementioned details.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that we need to appoint a representative to our Code Enforcement Board to fill the vacancy left by Ed Kuehne.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to appoint Bob Haake to that position.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms. Bailey read an email that she had received from Jeff McDowell 4765 Bud’s Way, requesting that sidewalks and/or a bike path be installed along Grand Avenue.  He stated that it is dangerous to walk along Grand Avenue, and he is fearful that someone will get injured.  Ms. Bailey stated that sidewalk projects are extremely costly and that we currently are working towards securing grant money to construct a sidewalk along Taylor Mill Road.  Being that St. Anthony’s school is located on Grand Avenue it may be possible to apply for a sidewalk grant associated with schools.  She will have CDS Associates, Inc. prepare a cost proposal, and we will explore the grant opportunities.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that 166 delinquent tax bills were mailed on January 12th.   He also noted that we should receive approximately $44,000 from FEMA for damages sustained from the September 14, 2008 wind storm.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – No report.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray announced that the Fire Department would be hosting a pizza party for the participants in the Fire Prevention Poster contest from St. Anthony’s School.  Chief Halpin reported that they are moving forward with preparations to provide our “in-house” ALS services.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the street repairs have been temporarily stopped due to the cold weather, and resume in warmer weather.  Mr. Roden stated that he had traveled to Frankfort, KY to look at a bucket/boom truck for sale from the state vehicle surplus fleet.  The 1997 truck is in very good shape.  A new truck would cost approximately $136,000, but the state is selling this 1997 truck for $8,500.   Previously, we were in a 3-way ownership/partnership of a bucket/boom truck with the cities of Edgewood and Ft. Thomas.  Although we were equal partners, the City of Ft. Thomas would rarely allow us to use the truck, claiming they were using it for other jobs.  We opted to sever that relationship and we should be receiving a $3,000 check from Ft. Thomas for our share.  Mr. Roden would like to purchase this truck from the state to use for various things; changing banners, trimming trees and limbs in right-of ways, and as a sign truck, among other things.  Ms. Bailey stated that the money to purchase the truck would come out of the Capital Improvements fund.  After much discussion, it was agreed upon to purchase the truck from the state and possibly ask the City of Edgewood if they would be interested in partnering with us on this new truck.  Commissioner Bell made a motion to purchase the truck for $8,500, with the understanding that the truck will be parked, housed and based in the City of Taylor Mill.   Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that anyone wishing to join the Recreation Committee should attend our next regularly scheduled meeting. The Recreation Committee meets on the 4th Monday of each month, and our next meeting would be January 26th at 7:00 p.m. at the City Bldg.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis congratulated Chief Knauf for being a Kentucky Governor Awards nominee in recognition of exemplarily law enforcement leadership and contributions.
At 7:50 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation against or on behalf of a public agency.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 8:30 p.m.  

Ms. Bailey provided an update on the status of the reconstruction of KY Rt. 16, and the Commission discussed plans to lobby for the allocation of construction funds in Frankfort during the legislative session.  Also discussed was the Kentucky League of Cities event “Night in Frankfort” coming up in February.

There being no further business, Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
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
