COMMISSION MEETING

February 11, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Kuehne gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Mayor Kreimborg offered condolences and deepest sympathies to Chief Dennis Halpin and his wife Kathy for the recent passing of Kathy’s mother.  Both Dennis and Kathy have lost their mothers within the past several weeks.
Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the minutes from the January 14, 2009 Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

LEGISLATION

Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance amending and revising the Longevity Compensation provisions of the personnel policies thereof.  Ms. Bailey stated that this was simply a “housekeeping” issue.
Mr. Wichmann read a Resolution accepting the re-appointment of members of the Northern Kentucky Regional Ethics Authority Enforcement Committee.  Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the resolution as read.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
With a $400,000 grand pending for phase II of our sidewalk project, Ms. Bailey cited problems and delays that occurred during phase I of the project.  To alleviate delays and obstacles, Ms. Bailey asked the Commission to authorize entering into contracts for a survey of the area, design of the project and securing easements for construction.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to allow Ms. Bailey to use the $100,000 that was budgeted for the project for survey, design, and easements.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Mark Brueggemann, with CDS Associates, reported that after reviewing and studying the water drainage problems and the storm sewer system on Vincent Drive, the needed repairs and improvements would cost an estimated $750,000.   The current storm water system isn’t large enough to handle the volume of water, which in turn is causing the street and pavement to fail.  After much discussion it was decided to get an idea of what the cost would be to replace the pavement.  Mr. Brueggemann stated that he would prepare bid packets and that the entire bid process would take approximately 60 days.
NEW BUSINESS

The Municipal Government League of Northern Kentucky has informed us that it is time to appoint or re-appoint representatives from Taylor Mill to sit on their board.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to re-appoint Mayor Kreimborg as the principal member, and to appoint Commissioner Bell as the alternate.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll. 
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MOTION CARRIED

Commissioner Bell stated that he would like the City to be pro-active and get a plan in place to deal with the grass on the state acquired properties along the Old Taylor Mill Road corridor.  If our Maintenance Department won’t have the manpower to keep those yards mowed, we might want to hire an outside company to mow and/or bush hog those properties.  Ms. Bailey stated that she would discuss that matter with Mr. Roden.
BUILDING & ZONING   
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – No report. Ms. Bailey stated that she had items for executive session
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that 90 delinquent tax bills were mailed on February 2nd.   He also noted that we were still awaiting approximately $44,000 from FEMA for damages sustained from the September 14, 2008 wind storm.
ENGINEERING – Mr. Brueggemann reported that the bridge on Grand Avenue had been inspected by a State appointed Structural Engineer and several significant issues which needed to be addressed were found.   Upon an initial inspection by CDS Associates, Mr. Brueggemann is estimating repair costs at $200,000.  He will do some preliminary engineering and geo-technical testing and report back with his findings.  At the January Commission Meeting, per a request from a resident, Mr. Brueggemann was asked to put some rough numbers together on the cost of installing sidewalks along Grand Avenue.  He is estimating the cost for that project at $550,000.  Ms. Bailey stated that she wanted our focus to stay on our current sidewalk project, however, keep this on our radar.
FINANCE – No report.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray announced that the pizza party for the participants in the Fire Prevention Poster contest from St. Anthony’s School was a success.  Chief Halpin reported that he had received several request for the City to install a reader board sign somewhere in the north end of the city around the Winston Avenue and Church Street area.  Ms. Bailey stated that we have looked into purchasing a digital board and the cost is approximately $30,000 each.  Currently we do not have money in our budget to accommodate such a purchase. 
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that 580 tons of salt was used during our last snow storm.  He thanked our Maintenance Department for the tremendous job they did clearing our streets.  He also thanked some members of our Fire Department, Doug Coyle, Bob Warde, and Todd Fuller for helping our crew with snow removal. 
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that our Easter Egg Hunt would be held on Saturday, April 4th at 1:00 p.m.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that Sgt. O’Brien conducted a program on cyber-bullying for the students a Woodland Middle School and would also put on the same program at St. Anthony’s School.   James Wendlyn sent a letter of appreciation recognizing Officer Ken Honchell for helping with an incident with his daughter.  Chief Knauf stated that in order to have delivery in July, for his budgeted annual vehicle rotation that he needs to place the order now for 2 new cruisers.  When we were buying Ford Crown Victoria’s, the dealer would allow you to order vehicles, and if the money wasn’t approved in the budget, they would allow you to cancel the order.  Now that we are purchasing Dodge Charger’s if we order the police packaged vehicles, we must accept delivery.  Ms. Bailey stated that the police vehicle rotation has been in place for many years and the budget allows for it.  Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to place an order for 2 Dodge Charger vehicles to be delivered in July.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

At 7:52 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation against or on behalf of a public agency, and 61.810(g) discussions between a public agency and a representative of a business entity and discussions concerning a specific proposal, if open discussions would jeopardize the site, retention, expansion, or upgrading of the business.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 8:45 p.m.  

There being no further business, Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
