City Engineer Mark Brueggemann with CDS Associates outlined the proposed reconstruction of a portion of Church Street and Faye Drive.  The project would consist of; the installation of an under drain system, grinding off the current pavement, the replacement of all curbing and pavement.  The estimated cost for this construction is $135,000 for Faye Drive, and $107,000 for the portion of Church Street.  It is a good possibility that the Northern Kentucky Water District will replace the water mains on those streets during the construction project, which would allow us to cost share with them, as we have done in the past.  Ms. Bailey stated that the bid market is very good right now, and she would like to put the project out to bid, to enable us to negotiate the cost share with the NKWD.  She also stated that we wouldn’t be able to make any decisions regarding this project until we received our numbers from the Municipal Road Aid fund, and we are able to look at the numbers from our budget.  After some discussion Commissioner Bell made a motion to give authorization to put the project out to bid.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
