COMMISSION MEETING

March 10, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm. Commissioner Kuehne gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the minutes from the February 17, 2010 Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Reis made a second. All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Chief Halpin introduced five of our firefighters that have completed and graduated from Paramedic school at the University of Cincinnati.  Representing our first paramedic graduating class of 2009 was; Chad Huth, Bryan Harrison, and Audrey Owczarzak.  Representing our second paramedic graduating class of 2010 was; Tom Bishop and Phillip Krallman.  These individuals have made it possible for us to offer ALS (Advanced Life Support) “in house”.  They were each presented with a plaque from the City in recognition of their accomplishment and their dedication to their profession.  
Mayor Kreimborg welcomed Phil Krallman who recently moved from our volunteer association to a full time firefighter, and congratulated Chad Huth on his promotion to Lieutenant. 
LEGISLATION

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
City Engineer, Mark Brueggemann reported on the Grand Avenue Bridge Project
and receipt of the construction bids.  We received 7 bids and they were opened on March 5, 2010.  The lowest bid received was $149,092. from the Smyth Construction Company.   After checking references, going over cost projections, and reviewing all aspects of the bid, CDS Associates, Inc., recommended awarding the project to the Smyth Construction Company.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to hire the Smyth Construction Company for the Grand Avenue Bridge Project.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms. Bailey gave an update on the Manor Drive streetlight installation.  At our December Commission Meeting, the Commission voted unanimously to have a street light installed in the vicinity of 647 Manor Drive.  In putting the installation in motion, Duke Energy made us aware of new fees and contracts associated with the installation of a new street light.  They would erect a new pole at a cost of $2,000, and additionally, a 10 year contract would need to be signed, stating that the light would cost us $15 per month over the next 10 years, ($1,800).  The Manor Drive area has not been a high crime area, this light was just for the neighborhood to feel secure. After much discussion, it was decided that since the decision was already made to go ahead with the installation, that we would honor our commitment to those residents.  However, future street light request would be scrutinized for crime related neighborhoods.  Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to have the new street light installed near 647 Manor Drive.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Commissioner Bell made a motion to accept the proposed Resolution in support of the CAP Act.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
