CITY ADMINISTRATOR – No report. Ms. Bailey stated that she had items for executive session
ADMINISTRATION – No report.
ENGINEERING – No report. 
FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that delinquent tax notices had been mailed out last week.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the Fire Department had been very busy with a lot of training and drilling.  Chief Halpin stated that our ALS protocol had been accepted by the state, and that we will be ready to instate our program by July 1st.

Ms Bailey announced that an increase in our ambulance billing was needed to bring our numbers to meet the minimum standards of surrounding cities and communities.  
· Basic Life Support (BLS) will be raised from $450 to $500.
· Advanced Life Support (ALS) will remain the same.

· Mileage will be raised from $9 per mile to $11 per mile.

Ms Bailey gave a first reading of an Ordinance pertaining to an increase of our ambulance billing.
LEGAL COUNSEL – Mr. Wichmann explained that KRS 82.083 was enacted in 2004; and it requires certain written determinations before the city may sell or otherwise dispose of any of its real or personal property. This requirement is applicable to the agreement of the city to grant the Ky. Transportation Cabinet an easement in the real estate at 5632 Taylor Mill Road for the maintenance of drainage structures for Taylor Mill Road. The City Attorney indicated that the required written determinations could be made by motion included in the minutes of this meeting.  Accordingly, it was moved and seconded by Commissioner Murray and Commissioner Reis in regard to the easement that:
1. The easement was an easement in the real property located and known as 5632 Taylor Mill Road.

2. The intended use of that property at the time of acquisition was for the benefit of the adjoining Pride Park that is owned and operated by the city.

3. It is in the public interest to dispose of the easement because it will benefit the Transportation Cabinet in the maintenance of Taylor Mill Road, which is a major traffic route through the city.
4. The method of disposition is a deed to the Transportation Cabinet for $1,050.00.

Mr. Wichmann announced the 2nd annual “Yellin’ Helen Strike Out Cancer Bowl-A-Thon” will be held on Saturday, March 21st.  The after party will feature food, drinks, a silent auction, and raffles.  The event is in memory of his late wife Helen Wichmann, and all proceeds will benefit Hospice of the Bluegrass-Northern Kentucky and American Cancer Society.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported the Maintenance crew has been cleaning up branches and debris throughout the city.  They have begun concrete work on Sage Hill Court and will work on Mill Valley Drive next.  We have been notified that the Sanitation District will be replacing and upgrading an existing 12” sewer pipe to a 18” sewer pipe across Wayman Branch Road.  Mr. Roden announced that the “reader board” in front of the City Building would be shut down for several days to allow for repairs.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that our Easter Egg Hunt would be held on Saturday, April 4th at 1:00 p.m.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that there is a grant opportunity available that would pay 100% of salary and benefits for an additional police officer for 36 months.  After the first 3 years (36 months) the additional officer’s salary and benefits would be totally our responsibility.  Chief Knauf stated that we would need a commitment to hire an 11th officer.  He would like to apply for the grant and include the additional officer in his budget proposal.  If the grant were awarded to us, we would have the option of accepting it or declining.  After some discussion it was the consensus of the Commission to apply for the grant and decide on whether or not to accept it after more information was available at a later date.
At 7:40 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale or real property by a public agency.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 8:10 p.m. 

Ms. Bailey provided an update on the status of KY 16 and the State’s proposed 2009-2014 Highway Construction Plan.  Additionally, the City Commission indicated that they would like to hold a contest among the citizens of Taylor Mill in order to solicit suggestions for naming the various new roadways that would be created or need to be re-named as the result of the construction of the new KY 16.

There being no further business, Commissioner Belle made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
