NEW BUSINESS

BUILDING & ZONING 
Cindy Cahill the owner of Realty Executives, interested in purchasing the property at 5512 Taylor Mill Road, the former location of a PNC Bank branch, was seeking the opinion of the Commission.  The property in question is located on 2 adjoining parcels.  The parcel with the actual building is zoned Commercial.  However, the adjoining parcel is zoned Residential.  Ms. Cahill had previously distributed a sketch of a proposed new parking lot and entrance to the lower level of the building.  To achieve the new additions she is aware that an application for a zone change would have to be filed with the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission, and their suggestion and recommendation would ultimately be decided upon by our Commission.  However, before she filed the necessary application with the NKAPC, she solicited input from our Commission.  She asked if there would be any opposition regarding the purchasing of the property to use as her real estate office, and the construction of an additional parking lot and entrance.  After some discussion, all Commissioners stated that they had no opposition to her proposal.  
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – No report.
Mayor Kreimborg stated that Ms. Bailey was ill and had been out of the office for several days.  He thanked Mr. Robke for stepping in for Ms. Bailey. 

ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that we received 9 bids for the Sidewalk Project.  CDS & Associates were currently reviewing the bids and would make a recommendation very soon.  Final tax delinquent notices were mailed out on March 5, 2008, and there was approximately $25,000 outstanding for 2007 taxes.  We received calls, emails, and cards regarding our snow removal efforts.  Our crews worked shifts around the clock to clear and clean our roads during the recent blizzard on March 7th & 8th.   Our Maintenance Department was assisted by members of the Fire Department and the Police Department.  Everyone involved did a tremendous job.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that our revenues were at 87 %, while our expenditures are at 52 %.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that Volunteers Rick Mueller and Bob Ward, installed sensors in the doors at the Fire House to turn heaters off.  They would like to purchase and install sensors on the Bay lights to conserve energy and electricity, which would make us eligible for an energy rebate from Duke Energy.  Chief Halpin stated that they had been to the factory to check on the progress on our new ambulance.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell thanked the Maintenance Department for their dedication in cleaning and clearing snow and ice from our streets.  Mr. Roden reported that we currently have approximately 20 tons of salt on hand.  He explained that the amount would treat an estimated 1” of snow, for one round of street treatments.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the Taylor Mill Easter Egg Hunt would be held on Saturday, March 15th at 1:00 p.m. at Pride Park.  In case of inclement weather, candy would be passed out from the Community Center, while supplies last.
POLICE – Chief Knauf reported that our two 4-wheel drive vehicles were very instrumental during the recent snow storm.
There being no further business, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 7:42 p.m.
