Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of an Ordinance to change the zoning map reclassifying 23 acres that is located near the intersection of Taylor Mill Road and Mason Road. The Municipal Government League of Northern Kentucky has informed us that it is time to appoint of re-appoint representatives from Taylor Mill to sit on their board.  Commissioner Bell made a motion to re-appoint Mayor Kreimborg as the principal member, and re-appoint Commissioner Haake as the alternated.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Representing the Scott High School Band Boosters, Marilyn Stevens asked the City for permission to host another 5K Run in an effort to raise and generate funds for the band.  The race called  “Band on the Run” will be held on Saturday, November 22, 2008, at 8:00 a.m., utilizing the same course that Taylor Mill Recreation’s 5K Run “Run for the Rec of it!” follows along Old Taylor Mill Road, beginning and ending at Scott High School.  Chief Knauf stated that the Taylor Mill Police Department would handle traffic control and would notify by mail, all of the residents that would be affected by the temporary road closures.   Chief Halpin stated that they would have a life squad onsite the day of the race.   Commissioner Haake made a motion to allow the “Band on the Run” 5K Run to be held with the aforementioned details.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that Kentucky Department of Transportation acquired the house of Charles Wheeler at 3299 Taylor Creek Drive.  Mr. Wheeler in turn donated a 12’ by 20’ shed to Taylor Mill Recreation.  Mr. Roden and his crew have moved the shed from the Taylor Creek property and it is now at the park near the entrance to the basement of the Park Place Community Center.  Ms. Bailey also reported that a group of senior citizens had approached the City requesting activities and/or programs for the senior citizens of Taylor Mill.  After several meetings, the group proposed to use the Park Place Community Center every Wednesday from 9:00 am until 3:00 pm, generating funding themselves for their programs and activities.  When Commissioner Paul Wright resigned from the City Commission (due to moving outside of the city), he and his wife Mary donated $1,000 to the City to be used for a senior citizen program, this money will be available to get their programs started.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to move forward with the Senior Citizens program.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms. Bailey reported on the progress of the Weight Watchers at work program.  There are 23 members of staff and residents currently participating.  She is working on a program partnership to offer a Weight Watchers program to our residents.  She announced the date tentatively set for the bi-annual volunteer dinner would be Sunday, September 28, 2008.  She asked everyone to check their schedules for any conflicts. 
ADMINISTRATION – No report.
ENGINEERING – Ms. Bailey reported that the reconstruction of Reidlin Road project has been completed with the exception of resurfacing the road with blacktop.  The blacktop plant will open on April 15, and then the project should be completed with in a few weeks.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that our revenues were at 95%, while our expenditures are at 59%.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the new ambulance would be ready within the next few weeks, and would be on display at our next meeting.  Chief Halpin reported that we sent 6 firefighters to participate in the double funeral of the 2 Colerain Township firefighters, captain Robin Broxterman and firefighter Brian Schira who died in the line of duty on April 4, 2008.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Mr. Roden reported on the Wayman Branch Road slip.  He has received 2 proposals for the repair and is waiting on a third.  Commissioner Bell asked if a flashing caution light could be placed at the site of the slip, to alert motorist of the break in the pavement.
PARKS & RECREATION – No report.
POLICE – No report.
There being no further business, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 7:32 p.m.
