COMMISSION MEETING

April 11, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Kreimborg gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mayor Kreimborg offered our sincere condolences to our attorney Frank Wichmann on the passing of his wife Helen. 

Commissioner Reis made a motion to accept the minutes from the March 14, 2007 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.









MOTION CARRIED

Mayor Kreimborg announced that Commissioner Robert O. Haake retired from the Mubea Company on March 30, 2007 and read a Resolution in honor of his retirement.  Commissioner Bell made a motion to accept the Resolution.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

GUESTS 

Commissioner Reis introduced our newest police officer, Kelley Roberts.  She previously served with the City of Newport Police Department for 6 years.  Officer Kelley is currently training with Officer Mitchell.  
LEGISLATION

Ms. Bailey read a Resolution to allow us to participate in the Municipal Road Aid contract; receiving funds totally approximately $110,000.   Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Resolution.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
City Engineer Dave Emerick gave an update on the Reidlin Road street repair.  Theilen & Associates had been hired to study both slip areas, they finished their study and submitted their report and findings.  The detailed report had been previously distributed to the Commissioners.  Mr. Emerick stated that the most cost efficient solution would be the construction of drilled shaft walls to stabilize the road.  The cost to repair the upper slip would be approximately $180,000 to $200,000 and to repair the lower slip is estimated at $150,000.  Ms. Bailey stated that we could apply for an Emergency Fund Grant to help with funding for the necessary repairs.  Multiple agencies applying together for the same cause often have a better chance to receive funding; Taylor Mill, Kenton County, and possibly the utility companies could combine forces.  She will contact the County and ask for their assistance, since Reidlin Road used to be a County maintained road and they were aware of the problem when they turned over the maintenance to us.  Currently with the road closed, Chief Halpin reported that there is one house that is not accessible by an emergency vehicle.  After much discussion is was the consensus of the Commission to apply for the funding to repair both upper and lower slips.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to apply for Emergency Funding to repair both slips on Reidlin Road.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Ms. Bailey announced that each community participating in the NKAPC Code Enforcement Board, are entitled to designate a resident to serve on the board.  She asked the Commission to submit names of candidates for consideration to be decided the Mayor and Commissioners at a future meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Brad Schwab with McKenna & Associates gave an overview on the progress of the Land Use Study text amendment.  He reported that they had conducted interviews with the Mayor and each Commissioner to fully understand the direction in which they would like the project to go; discussing in detail their vision of the site.  They then formed a list of the consensus items and verified their findings with the group. Three residents were in attendance to gather information regarding the Land Use Study project; Melvin & Patricia Whiteker, and Ray Anne Best.
A Map Amendment Application has been filed by Theresa Humpert regarding property off of Red Bud Drive.  The property currently zoned R-2,  has been submitted for a zone change to R1C.  The hearing at NKAPC will be held on May 3, 2007.  This property did not originally appear in our Study Area, but was later changed to be included and was incorporated in the adopted plan.  Ms. Bailey had several questions regarding the application and was going to try to set up a meeting with the Humpert’s to try and determine what their plans were for the property.
The Northern Kentucky Consensus Committee has informed us that it is time to appoint or re-appoint a representative from Taylor Mill to sit on their committee.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to re-appoint Mayor Kreimborg to that position that he currently holds.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

The Municipal Government League of Northern Kentucky has informed us that it is time to appoint of re-appoint representatives from Taylor Mill to sit on their board.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to re-appoint Mayor Kreimborg as the principal member, and re-appoint Commissioner Haake as the alternated.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

BUILDING & ZONING 
Ms. Bailey reported that we have a long list of properties with zoning violations throughout the City.  There are issues that will be handled by the Code Enforcement Board and other issues that will be handled by our Zoning Administrator Megan Thompson at NKAPC.  To address violations quickly, Mike Robke will be driving the streets of the City accessing property and noting exceptions, he will then notify Megan Thompson for violation notices and follow-ups.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that work at the Community Center was progressing.  The Grand Opening for the Park Place Community Center would be held on Sunday, April 22nd from 2:00 p.m. until 5:00 p.m.  An invitation to the event will be mailed to each residence in the City.  
ADMINISTRATION – No report.
ENGINEERING – Mr. Emerick stated that the Sidewalk project was progressing.  The Kentucky Department of Transportation (KDOT) is reviewing the plans to issue permits.  Only a small amount of easements will be needed to facilitate the project.  He also reported on the drainage system in place on Vincent Drive.  Utilizing information supplied my NKAPC and the G.I.S., he concluded that within 10 years the runoff from the Heathermoor Subdivision will overload our current drainage system.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that revenues are at 101%, while expenditures are at 65%.   Additionally, he announced that the 2007-2008 budget meeting would be held during the first or second week of June.  He asked that everyone check their calendars and schedules for a date to conduct the meeting.
FIRE – No report.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell announced that the blacktop factory will be open for business on April 23rd and we will begin filling and repairing pot holes throughout the city.  He asked residents to call the City offices to report pot holes.  Mr. Roden reported that he and his staff have been working on the Community Center to prepare for the grand opening.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that Earth Day will coincide with the grand opening of the community center, and the Recreation Committee will be giving away Wild Plum Tree seedlings to commemorate the 50th Anniversary of Taylor Mill, the Grand Re-Opening of Park Place Community Center, and Earth Day. 
POLICE – Commissioner Reis announced that they have been pre-screening potential candidates and they are hopeful to have a new police officer in place by the end of May.
There being no further business, Commissioner Haake made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
