COMMISSION MEETING

April 14, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm. Commissioner Murray gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the minutes from the March 10, 2010 Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Reis made a second. All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Mayor Kreimborg introduced and recognized Officer Ken Holstein for his heroic actions during a structure fire over night at an apartment complex on April 8, 2010. Chief Knauf stated that upon arriving at the scene Officer Holstein saw the fire and flames coming through the roof of the 3rd floor of the structure, fully engulfed.  He immediately went to the 3rd floor and began pounding on doors to awaken the sleeping residents, focused on making sure that everybody was out of the building.  Commissioner Reis presented him with the “Life Saving Award”, and announced that the Kenton County Police Chiefs Association also awarded Officer Holstein with the “Police Officer of the Month” award.
Dick Berger with Bilz Insurance Company was present to meet the new Commissioners, and to ask if anyone had any questions about the coverage and services provided by his company.
Mrs. Godsey from 5111 Old Taylor Mill Road came to complain and notify the City that the NKAPC posted a “Condemned Notice” on her property with the wrong name and address listed on the notice.   She said that the notice should have been posted on the Davis property.  Ms. Bailey agreed that it should have been posted on the Davis property and said that she would call the NKAPC and get the situation straightened out and taken care of.
LEGISLATION

Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance repealing Ordinance No. 69 (9-14-94) regarding one way motor vehicle traffic on Eggers Lane.

Ms. Bailey recommended that we renew the annual agreement for our ALS Medical Director of Services, with Dr. Daryl Emery from July 1, 2010 thru June 30, 2011.  Commissioner Murray made the motion to re-hire Dr. Daryl Emery as previously stated.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
NEW BUSINESS

Ms. Bailey gave a brief update on the 2010 Street Paving Project.  She stated that Mr. Roden and Mr. Brueggemann were currently accessing all of our streets and compiling of list of best to worst conditions.  The Municipal Road Aid estimated projection is $132,000.   From the initial findings, it appears that Taylor Creek Drive and Stone Hill Drive are 2 of the streets in most need of repair.
Mayor Kreimborg stated that once again the issue of seasonal maintenance of vacant lots on Old Taylor Mill Road.  The State of Kentucky purchased approximately 17 houses and had them torn down in preparation for the new KY 16 project.  However, the project has been put on hold, and the vacant lots have proven to become very unsightly and dumping grounds for trash and debris, unless properly maintained with the grass mowed.  Mr. Roden spoke to the State Department regarding a mowing schedule, and they have agreed to mowing the state acquired properties 5 times for this season.  Last year after soliciting bids we hired a private contractor, Kyle Ryan to supplement the extra mowing.  Mr. Ryan had 6 mows in addition to the State’s 5 mows.  The State has said that they will mow the vacant lots on the 1st of every month, and the private contract mow will take place on the 15th of each month.  After much discussion, Commissioner Bell made a motion to allow 4 additional mow/cuts to the State of Kentucky’ s 5 cuts for the grass season of 2010.  The timing of the mows/cuts will be at the discretion of Mr. Marc Roden, when he deems the lots necessary for maintenance.  Commisssioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that she had received a letter of resignation from one of our Board of Adjustment members, Mr. Kenny Sears.  He and his wife are moving to Cold Spring, KY and will no longer be able to serve on this board.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the resignation from Kenny Sears.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that we have contracted with the Von Lehman Company to perform our annual audit of the 2009-2010 fiscal year.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that Chief Halpin was out of town on vacation.  He also reported that the Fire Association will be selling reflective address signs throughout the city.  Ms. Bailey commended the Fire and Police Departments on their tremendous job on the recent fire on Sharon Drive at the apartment complex.  We were all grateful that there were no injuries.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell asked residents to call the City Building to report any pot holes around the City.  Mr. Roden stated that they have been hauling clean fill dirt to the front of the Community Center trying to get that front yard level to sew grass.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that on April 20th we will be holding a 6 week session of a Belly Dancing Class for $40 for each participant.  The hour long class will take place every Tuesday through Tuesday, May 25th.  The instructor is Jaimee Jackson and is doing a 50/50 split with us for the profits.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that the Police Department Budget Proposal was completed and had been submitted.  Chief Knauf thanked the Maintenance Department for their help support with the cleanup after the Sharon Drive fire.

There being no further business, Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  The Meeting adjourned at 8:37   p.m.
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
