COMMISSION MEETING

May 9, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 11, 2007 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.









MOTION CARRIED

GUESTS 

Greg Pitzer from Rumpke wanted to introduce himself to the Commission, and asked if anyone had any questions or concerns regarding the waste and recycling service.  Mayor Kreimborg thanked Mr. Pitzer and Rumpke for donating 4 waste wheeler receptacles to be used at Park Place Community Center.

Lisa Hughes, 757 Honeysuckle Drive, spoke against the proposed zoning change for the Land Use Study.  Her property has been in their family (the Winston family) for 4 generations, and she is worried that the zone change will severely limit the use of their land.

Patty Suedkamp, a property owner on Honeysuckle Drive, a current Erlanger City Councilwoman and a resident of Erlanger, also spoke against the proposed zoning change.  She expressed concern about the inability to sell or build on her property.

Rachel Brueggen, 617 Valley View Drive, informed the Commission of a problem that she and her husband Matthew are experiencing involving Chief Halpin.  On Friday, May

4, 2007, they called 911 emergency to report a fire burning out of control behind the house across the street.  She asked the 911 operator to allow her to remain anonymous.  She later found out that when Chief Halpin arrived at the scene, he told the homeowners (where the fire was located) that the emergency call came from the Brueggen’s home.  Mrs. Brueggen stated that they are fearful of retaliation and have been receiving threats from their neighbors.  Mayor Kreimborg stated they were aware of the incident and it is being reviewed.  Mr. Wichmann advised that Chief Halpin no respond at this time.
Patricia Whiteker, 644 South Mason Road, spoke against the proposed zoning change.  She questioned the need to prohibit them from building on or making improvements to their property.  She stated that the residents in their neighborhood are very upset with the proposed zone change and they feel that they have been given the “un around” and are being “manipulated” by the City regarding the Land Use Study.

LEGISLATION

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
NEW BUSINESS

The Park Place Communtiy Center expansion and improvement project has been completed.  The Commission had decided to review rental rates of neighboring facilities, to adjust our rental rates and review the current rules and regulations.  Ms. Bailey had previously distributed to the Mayor and Commissioners spreadsheets detailing rental rates and amenities of rental facilities in and around the Greater Cincinnati and Northern Kentucky area. After the review and discussion of the detailed information, it was the consensuses to have Ms. Bailey prepare suggestions for new tiered rental rates and a list of new rules and regulations.  The new rates should include:  peak time, non-peak time, resident rates, non-resident rates, employee & volunteer rates, main house rates, and café rates.  To set and establish new rental rates would require two readings and the passing of an Ordinance.
BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that we are in the final process with Eaton Asphalt regarding the repaving project of Church Street and Old Taylor Mill Road.  We are in the process of accepting bids for grass cutting services at the park.  She announced that per the request of Commissioner Murray the June 13th Commission Meeting will be held at the Park Place Community Center.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that the City Wide yard sale would take place on Saturday, May 12th and we have already sold 70 permits for this event.  We processed 91 Passport applications during the month of April.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that revenues are at 107%, while expenditures are at 72%.   
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that he had attended and observed some training courses at our Fire Department.  He commended our Fire and Police Departments for their good working relationship.  Chief Halpin reported that they have submitted several grant applications; a FEMA grant for a new exhaust system, and a grant for MDT’s (Mobile Data Terminals). 
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell thanked Mr. Roden and his Maintenance crew for the outstanding work preparing for the Park Place opening.  He commended Ms. Bailey for orchestrating the entire project; working with the contractors, sub-contractors, installers, deliveries, personnel, and all of the details to complete the project.  Ms. Bailey added that the entire staff did a tremendous job.  Everyone worked together to get the job finished.

Commissioner Haake requested that the two picnic tables located in the back of the park along the walking trail be moved to a visible area of the park.  He has received complaints that large groups of teenagers are gathering there and that area is not visible from areas where the police patrol.  
Mr. Roden thanked Taylor Mill resident Mr. Tony Works from Jackson’s Florist for his donation of a flowering tree to be planted at the park.

PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the City Wide Yard Sale would take place on May 12th, from 8 a.m. until 12 noon.  Applications are available at the City Building and on the website for our 5K Run/Walk Run for the REC of it!  The Friday Night Flicks summer program will be held on the 2nd and 4th Friday of June, July and August, and the first movie will take place on June 8th showing Cars rated G.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that Officer Kelly Roberts lives 2 miles outside of the radius for our officers to use our home fleet policy.  This policy allows our officers to take their cruisers home with them.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to modify the policy of the Home Fleet program to allow Officer Roberts an exemption to this policy since she is just 2 miles removed.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Commissioner Reis announced that he had received a call and a letter from a resident regarding the professionalism and kindness of Officer Dave Herald.  He commended Officer Herald for his service.  Mayor Kreimborg also commended Officer Herald for the great job that he did with the D.A.R.E. program and graduation at St. Anthony’s School.

Mayor Kreimborg offered condolences to two families for their recent losses.  The passing of our retired volunteer from the Fire Department and Recreation Department Mrs. Earlene Norris Keller, and a current member of our Recreation Committee and N.E.A.T. volunteer Mrs. Donna Vlasis.  
At 8:55 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation, and 61.810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale or real property.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 10:00 p.m.  
Ms. Bailey indicated that Joe Wagner, who resides on Old Taylor Mill, had requested the use of surplus fire hose for the purpose of filling his pond with water.  All Commissioners were in favor.

The City Commission discussed the transfer of Mike Matracia from the Taylor Mill Remke’s Store to the Turkeyfoot Remke’s Store.  They commended him on all of his years of support to our community and indicated that they would like to recognize him at a future meeting.
The City Commission discussed the potential presentation of a Key to the City to St. Anthony’s Principal Michael Jacks as he departs the school for a Principalship in Boone County at Immaculate Heart of Mary.  It was the consensus of the Commission to honor Principal Jacks in this fashion along with a proclamation.

There being no further business, Commissioner Haake made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 11:00 p.m.
