Jim Reams of 5219 Taylor Mill Road did not attend the meeting.

Robin Goetz of 5387 Shadow Hill Court stated that he would like to speak about two issues; Rumpke recycling bins, and recreational vehicle (RV) storage/parking. His concerns about our current recycling bins are; they are too small, and do not have lids.  He would like the City to offer larger receptacles, with lids, and wheels.  Ms. Bailey informed him that our current contract with Rumpke waste & recycling hauling, will expire on June 30, 2009 and we will be soliciting bids for a new contract.  She stated that they would consider his suggestions, when negotiating for a new agreement.  Mr. Goetz spoke regarding our Ordinance pertaining to R/V, Campers, Boats, & Trailers, restricting residents from parking these items in their front yards, driveways, etc.  He stated that he had received a violation notice a year ago, and had recently received another violation notice and citation of a $100 fine for having his R/V parked in his driveway.  He explained that his rear and side yards are not accessible to his R/V, and would be physically impossible to store it there.   He then stated that according to the Ordinance, he would never be able to use his R/V, because he wouldn’t be permitted to have his camper at his home to load and unload it for outings, or to perform routine maintenance.  Mr. Wichmann, our City Attorney, read aloud a portion of the Ordinance which stated the R/V couldn’t be “stored” in the driveway, and found no where in the text that mentioned parking.  It was his interpretation that parking to load, unload, and routine maintenance would be permitted within a reasonable 48-72 hour time frame.  The Ordinance was addressing the storage of the vehicle; storage being a place to keep while not being used or prepared.  After much discussion, it was suggested that Mr. Goetz speak to the Code Enforcement Board about his citation and fine, and to make an application to the NKAPC regarding a variance for the storage of his R/V.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the Taylored With Time Senior Group would hold an open house on Wednesday, July 1st at the Park Place Community Center.  The open house will give residents aged 50 years and older to tour the facility, meet their members, and learn about the programs and activities that are offered each week.

FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the Fire Department solicited bids to purchase Automatic External Deliberators (AED), and received 4 bids. On April 21st the Fire Department hosted 110 kindergarten children from Taylor Mill Elementary.  This year marked the 25th year of Fire House tours for the children.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that Mr. Roden, Ms. Bailey, and he met to organize and prioritize a listing of streets throughout the City needing repair.  We will solicit bids for the following streets: Vincent, Bonnie, Knollwood, Jefferson, and Taylor Creek.  He also encouraged residents to visit Pride Park and see the new sign recently installed.  The sign was made in house by our Maintenance Department.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that our summer schedule of events were included in the latest newsletter and are available on our website.  Our next event will be on June 12th our first of six Friday Night Flicks, showing the movie Bolt.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that the Police Department received a grant in the amount of $15,099, to purchase a tactical assault rifle.  With this purchase, each cruiser will now be equipped with the AR-15 assault rifle.  Chief Knauf congratulated Officer Ken Holstein for receiving a letter of accommodation for his assistance to the Dayton Police Department in apprehending a drug dealer and seizing a large quantity of cash and Marijuana.

Commissioner Bell offered condolences and deepest sympathies to Lieutenant Ron Wilson and his family on the passing of his father Tom Wilson.  He also offered condolences and deepest sympathies to Commissioner Ed Kuehne and his family on the passing of his mother-in-law Jane Tretter. 
At 8:22 p.m. Commissioner Bell made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale or real property by a public agency.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

Commissioner Kuehne wanted to know the cost estimate associated with having a fire works display at Park Fest, and suggested that the Commission consider not hosting a fireworks display this year and instead offer multiple entertain venues such as 3 different bands.
