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CITY OF TAYLOR MILL

SPECIAL MEETING

May 22, 2007
Mayor Kreimborg called this Special Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Also in attendance was City administrator Ms. Bailey, City Attorney Mr. Wichmann, City Clerk Ms. Griffith, from McKenna Associates Brad McKenna and Valerie Dailey, and 31 residents.

Mayor Kreimborg stated that the purpose of the meeting was to review and potentially take action on a proposed text amendment and map amendments to the Taylor Mill Zoning Code to create new downtown zoning districts that implement the I-275/KY 16 Improvement Area Land Use Study, adopted by the City Commission in 2006; and any other business that may be brought before the City Commission for discussion and/or action.  

Brad McKenna from McKenna Associates, assisted by Valerie Dailey, presented the detailed downtown Taylor Mill text and map amendments, and reported on the Open House held on May 21, 2007 for residents to attend.  Mr. McKenna reviewed input, questions, and comments raised by residents that attended the Open House.  

After the final adjustments are made, the application will be filed by Friday, June 1, 2007, a deadline imposed by the N.K.A.P.C.  A Public Hearing will be held at the N.K.A.P.C. on July 5, 2007, and at that time they will present their recommendation.   The Taylor Mill Commission will need to have 2 readings to accept and pass the proposed ordinance on or before July 31, 2007.
Mayor Kreimborg opened the floor to hear from residents in attendance wishing to speak.

Lisa Winston Hughes - 757 Honeysuckle Drive, spoke against the re-zoning proposal.  She stated if the land was developed she would be losing land that has been in her family for four generations.  If built, she proposed naming part of the development “The Winston Business Park” for her family, some of which were the founding fathers of this area.

Dennis & Lorna Harrell – 686 Ridge Road, spoke against the re-zoning proposal.  Mr. Harrell stated that their home was 90 years old and one of the oldest houses in the area.  The proposed zone changes sends the message that this Commission doesn’t care about the residents of Taylor Mill and are prepared to sacrifice lifelong citizens for the chance of future development.  He proposed not to change the map amendment until the new KY 16 in constructed and only if and when a developer would approach the City to develop the area.
Larry Mains – 5100 Taylor Mill Road, spoke against the re-zoning proposal.  He stated that his parents have owned their property for 62 years, and he feels that the new development is a bad design for an area that already is designed poorly for traffic.

Barbara Roden – 674 Walnut Drive, spoke in favor of the proposed zone change.

Cindy Cahill – Realty Exeuctives Select and property owner, spoke in favor of the proposed zone change and asked the residents to be more open minded.  She stated that Taylor Mill is a very proud city and can remain a proud city, however, change is inevitable.

Steve Barnett – 723 Honeysuckle Drive, asked the Commission to approve the text amendment and to hold off on approving the map amendment until it would be absolutely necessary to make the changes. He questioned if the City has had any interest from developers regarding the area. Ms. Bailey stated that we have a moratorium in place and it is set to expire.  The changes need to be made before the expiration of the moratorium.  Additionally, she reported that she had been contacted by a developer.
Mayor Kreimborg stated that one of the reasons for the proposed zone change is that developers want zones set and in place before they begin dealing with any future acquisitions.  
James Wendell – 5110 Taylor Mill Road, spoke in favor of the proposed zone change, and is in favor of the new plan and Land Use Study.  He stated that he thought that the study was a workable plan for a positive and stable impact on the City.

Ms. Bailey read two letters that she had received from residents that were unable to attend the meeting.  One letter in opposition and one letter in support of the proposed zone change:
Jim and Rae Ann Best – 651 South Mason Road, opposed the re-zoning proposal.

Phil Peace – 5089 Old Taylor Mill Road, supports the proposed zone change.

After much discussion is was the consensus of the residents present that they were all very concerned about the restrictions on their property as related to improvements and updating that the proposed zone change would impart.  The Mayor and Commissioners agreed to proceed with the text and map amendments, making an allowance for updating, improving, and building additions for private residences within the study area.

Commissioner Haake made a motion to authorize Ms. Bailey to file the text and map amendments, with the aforementioned changes, prior to the June 1, 2007 deadline with the N.K.A.P.C.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

At 9:35 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg thanked everyone for coming and called for a 20 minute break.
At 9:56 the meeting reconvened.

A local Boy Scout troop submitted a letter of request to hold a camp out and a flag ceremony in Pride Park on Friday, May 25, 2007.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to allow the Boy Scout troop to hold their camp out and flag ceremony in Pride Park on May 25, 2007.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

Lisa Hubbard 834 Crocus Lane submitted a letter of request for permission to have a band perform at the Park Place Community Center when she has it rented for a graduation party on Saturday, May 26, 2007.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to allow Ms. Hubbard to have a band perform at the Community Center while she has it rented on May 26, 2007, while reserving the right to shut down the band and their performance should the City receive any complaints regarding noise.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.









MOTION CARRIED

Ms. Bailey reported that she had received a request from Chief Halpin seeking approval to take his Fire Chief’s City vehicle to New York, which would be a 1,400 mile trip.  While on vacation he had planned to meet with a New York Fire Department regarding the recruitment of volunteers.  The consensus of the Commission was to deny the request citing the added mileage for the city owned vehicle would not be justified.
Commissioner Murray stated that our Fire Department is currently struggling to find and retain quality trained volunteers.  After some discussion Ms. Bailey was asked to do a comparison study regarding a city run Fire Department versus a Fire District.
New rental rates were discussed for the newly expanded and renovated Park Place Community Center.  After much discussion the following rental rate structure was proposed.

· The Community Center will be priced as Peak Time and Non-Peak rates, and Resident and Non Resident rates.
· Peak Time Rentals are Friday, Saturday, Sunday, and Holidays.  

· Non-Peak Rentals are Monday thru Thursday.

· For Peak time rentals, the entire Community Center will be rented as one (1) unit; the main “house” and the café area (old garage area).
· For Non-Peak time rentals the Community Center can be rented in three (3) sections; the “house” section, the café section, or the entire center - both the house and café.

· The Community Center will be rented on an eight (8) hour basis.  Each and every additional hour beyond the eight hour standard rental agreement will be charged $100 per additional hour.

· Employees and Volunteers of the City will receive 2 discounted rentals per year, which is half (1/2) price of the regular Resident rate for Peak or Non-Peak.

· Each rental will require a $100 deposit.
· Peak Time Rentals for the entire facility  is: 

· Resident Rate = $300.00

· Non-Resident Rate = $400.00

· Employee/Volunteer Rate = $150.00

· Non-Peak Rentals.
· Resident Rate for the Café = $75.00
· Non-Resident Rate for the Café = $150.00

· Employee/Volunteer Rare for the Café = $37.50
· Resident Rate for the “house” = $150.00

· Non-Resident Rate for the “house” = $250.00
· Employee/Volunteer Rate for the “house” = $75.00

· Resident Rate for the entire facility (house and café) = $225.00

· Non-Resident Rated for the entire facility (house and café) = $400.00

· Employee/Volunteer Rate for the entire facility (house and café) = $112.50

Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the aforementioned rental rate structure for the Park Place Community Center.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

New rental rates were discussed for the three (3) shelters located within Pride Park; Winston Park, Sunny Acres, and Forest Hills. After comparing rates of Kenton County, Boone County, and other area parks the following rental rate structure was proposed.

· Each rental will require a $50 deposit.

· Resident Rate per shelter = $60.00.

· Non-Resident Rate per shelter = $75.00

· Employee/Volunteer Rate per shelter = $30.00

· The following schools will be permitted to use the shelters free of charge during the school year and during school hours.

· Taylor Mill Elementary

· Woodland Middle School

· Scott High School

· St. Anthony’s School

Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the aforementioned rental rate structure for the three (3) shelters located within Pride Park.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

There being no further business, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 11:12 p.m.
