NEW BUSINESS

Chief Knauf addressed the parking issue on Oakland Drive.  We received a request from Matthew Line, a resident, to restrict parking on one portion of Oakland Drive.  After reviewing the area with Chief Halpin, and Marc Roden, it was a joint decision to restrict parking to one side of the street from the intersection of Homestead Drive to the end of the street.  Their decision was made citing the reason of not being able to maneuver through the parked cars on the street, with emergency vehicles, and snow plows.  Commissioner Murray also wanted to restrict parking of 10 feet from any and all fire hydrants.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to restrict parking on Oakland Drive as detailed above.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms. Bailey stated that she had been contacted with a request to have a stop sign removed at the intersection of Taylor Creek Drive and Ridgeside Court.  She had asked Chief Knauf to evaluate the request.  Chief Knauf reported that he was recommending that the stop sign remain in place.  He cited safety issues; for the many children in the subdivision it slows traffic, and reduces speed.  All of the Commissioners were in agreement to leave the stop sign in place, and deny the request for removal.
BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the Sanitary Sewer project at the Park Place Community Center has been advertised for bid solicitations to hire a contractor for the project.  Bids are due and will be opened on June 5, 2008.  The Sidewalk Project is currently being held up waiting on the relocation of utility lines by Duke Energy.  The Sidewalk Project must me entirely completed and a report filed with the state by June 30, 2008, or the grant money will be revoked.  Commissioner Reis stated that he will contact someone at Duke Energy regarding the relocation of the utility lines.  Ms. Bailey reported that we received an easement for the Lile property located at 5636 Taylor Mill Road for the south extension of the sidewalks from Pride Park to approximately Mafred Drive.
The City of Independence has requested to borrow our John Deere “Gator”, and our Recreation golf cart to be used during their 4th of July weekend celebration.  The equipment would be picked up on July 2nd and returned on July 7th.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to allow the City of Independence to borrow the aforementioned equipment.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that after talking to the Emergency Road Aid funding for the State, that there are emergency funds still available for this fiscal year.  He is applying for emergency funding for the Wayman Branch Road slip.  Ms. Bailey stated that after talking to Mr. Roden, we could try to repair the slip in the same manner that the County has been addressing road slips.  To repair the slip we would use the guard rails and railroad ties approach.  The cost estimate for this method is approximately $30,000.  Commissioner Bell would like us to approach the City of Covington, Kenton County, and the State for help in repairing Wayman Branch permanently and correctly, in the same manner that Amsterdam Road in Villa Hills was repaired.  Wayman Branch Road is a heavily traveled thoroughfare that was a County maintained road, recently given to the City for maintenance. It provides access for Scott High School and Woodland Middle School for school busses with the Kenton County Board of Education.  After much discussion, the Commission was in agreement to use the emergency funding and apply it to the $30,000 fix.  Ms. Bailey stated that she would solicit support in funding from Covington, Kenton County, and the State.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that our revenues were at 99%, while our expenditures are at 72%.  The annual budget meeting is set for Wednesday, June 4, 2008.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the new ambulance was on display prior to the meeting, and will be put into service when the proper training is completed.  Captain Reilly and Firefighters Harrison & Pohlman were recently certified to properly install child safety seats in automobiles.  This service is once again offered by our Fire Department, to ensure that “car seats” are installed properly and safely.  Volunteers Rick Mueller and Bob Warde installed new lighting in the bay area of the fire house.  The new lighting will conserve energy, and hopefully earn an energy discount from Duke Energy.

The lights are wired to turn on when the tones for a run are sounded, they also are equipped with motion detectors.  

The Coon Creek Fire Department has requested to purchase our old white Ford Ambulance #815.  That unit is being replaced by our new ambulance.  We would sell it for $4,000 with no warranty, in the “as is” condition.   After some discussion, Commissioner Murray made a motion to sell the old ambulance to the Coon Creek Fire Department for $4,000.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Our “Run for the Rec of it!” 5k Run/Walk will be held on Saturday, June 14th.  
POLICE – No report.
Mayor Kreimborg thanked volunteer firefighters Bob and Monica Warde, for their support and a recent donation of $90 to our adopt-troop program.  In the past they have hosted pizza parties at the fire house and donated all of the proceeds to our adopt-a-troop program.  
Ms. Bailey reported that the Weight Watchers program offered to City staff, and volunteers has concluded.  It was a very successful 17 week program and the 22 participants lost a total of 483 pounds.  We are planning to offer another 12 week session to all residents for a fee, beginning June 18th. Meetings will be held on Wednesdays at 5:30 p.m. at the Park Place Community Center.

Mayor Kreimborg announced that our newly formed senior citizens group will hold their kick off party on July 9th at the Park Place Community Center from 9 a.m. until 3 p.m.  It is open to any Taylor Mill resident age 50 and older.  There will be an annual fee of   $15

to join.

At 8:29 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(f) discussions or hearings which might lead to the appointment, discipline, or dismissal of an individual employee, and 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.
