COMMISSION MEETING

June 9, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  Commissioner Bell gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The Assistant to the C.A.O. called the roll.
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Mayor Kreimborg announced that Mr. Mike Robke was filling in for our City Clerk, Karen Griffith as Ms. Griffith has been on sick leave due to health issues.  Mayor Kreimborg wished her a speedy recovery.

Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the minutes from the May 12, 2010 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor, aye.

Senator Damon Thayer (KY-16 Reconstruction) –no show.

Cindy Cahill (Walnut Development) –no show

Carroll Bowman from 8830 Locust Pike, which is directly across the street from Lally Pipe & Tube, expressed concerns about the intense high pitch noise level Lally Pipe & Tube is creating at all hours of the night.  Since late April Lally Pipe & Tube has been working a 3rd shift which is creates noise of pipes clanging together which is constantly waking them at night.  Mr. Bowman had approached Mr. Tim Lally, president of Lally Pipe & Tube about the problem without success.  Mrs. Bowman has called the police every day since May 1, 2010.  Mrs. Bowman says that Lally Pipe & Tube usually shuts down 30 minutes after the police arrive.  Mr. Bowman asked if the City had any ordinances similar to the State Statutes.  Mr. Wichmann said that Lally Pipe & Tube is in an industrial zone and that the statutes would have to be adopted by a Kenton County Board before the City could enforce them.  Mr. Wichmann also said the City could create an ordinance to restrict the noise.  Mr. Bowman said he also has other complaints: semis using their jake brakes and truck headlights shining in windows at night.  Mayor Kreimborg told Mr. Bowman that the Commission will talk with Mr. Wichmann, Chief Knauf and Mr. Lally and get back to him.
Ms. Jacobs, a member of our NEAT Team asked if she could rent the Community Center on June 27, 2010 for the Aernis at her discount rate and if the City could refund Aernis their rental fee and deposit.  The Aernis had already signed the rental agreement and made payment for June 27, 2010.  Mayor Kreimborg asked if Ms. Jacobs was attending the event and if she was willing to be responsible for the anything that may occur at the event.  Ms. Jacobs said she would.  Mayor Kreimborg said it was ok to change the rental agreement and refund the Aernis.  All Commissioners were in favor.
LEGISLATION

Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of an Ordinance amending TM Ordinance No. 267(06-10-09) and the budget adopted thereby for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the Ordinance as read.  Commission Reis made a second.  The Assistant to the C.A.O. called the roll.
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Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of an Ordinance adopting a budget for Fiscal Year 2010-2011.  Commissioner Bell made a motion to accept the Ordinance as read.  Commission Murray made a second.  The Assistant to the C.A.O. called the roll.
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UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Ms. Bailey gave an overview of the Licking River Greenway & Trails.  At the May Commission Meeting, Vision 2015 asked the City to pass a resolution in support of the project and enter into an Inter-Local Agreement with Newport, Wilder, and Covington.  Mr. Wichmann read a Resolution approving the Inter-Local Agreement.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to accept the Resolution.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The Assistant to the C.A.O. called the roll.
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NEW BUSINESS

Commissioner Bell wanted to announce that the State Legislature approved $6.8M for the construction of KY-16 from I-275 to Blackstone Court.  Construction on this phase of the project should start in the next 18 months.  Construction on the south end of KY-16, from Hands Pike to Sunbrite should start sometime this year.  Commissioner Bell wanted to show our thanks and appreciation to Senator Thayer, Senator Westwood, Representative Kerr, Representative Simpson, and Representative Koenig for their efforts in getting this project approved.  This project will develop business and create tax revenue for the City of Taylor Mill.
BUILDING & ZONING

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR –Ms. Bailey announced that Cincy Magazine rated 200 tri-state communities and rated the City of Taylor Mill #20 as most livable and #8 safest city. 

ADMINISTRATION –No report.

ENGINEERING –No report.

FINANCE –Commission Kuehne announced that the Commissioner met for a long time and were able to have a very productive meeting in preparing the budget for the upcoming year.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray announced that the Monday night trainings are proceeding well and that the City will host the Kenton County Fire Chief’s meeting on June 17 at Pride Park.  Commissioner Murray also announced that the Taylor Mill Firefighter Association is selling reflective address signs for $30.  

LEGAL COUNSEL –No report.

MAINTENANCE –Commissioner Bell announced that the maintenance crew is filling in pot holes and urges residents to call the city if they have any on their street.  Commissioner Bell also noted that the maintenance crew is hauling free, donated top soil to the front of the community center and should be sowing grass in the next month or so.  
PARKS AND RECREATION – Mayor Kreimborg announced that Friday Night Flicks start this Friday, showing Cloudy and a Chance of Meatballs.  The 5k Run/Walk is June 19 at 8:00 a.m.; runners/walkers can register now for $15 or on the day of the race for $20.

POLICE – Commissioner Reis congratulated Chief Knauf for the City being rated #8 out 200 for safety.  Commissioner Reis credits Chief Knauf’s awareness and crime prevention for this rating.  Commissioner Reis acknowledge a magazine article about Officer Holstein and congratulated Officer Holstein for brave actions that saved several lives the night of the fire at the apartments.  Chief Knauf also noted that this wasn’t the first time Office Holstein went into a fire to save lives.  In 1989 as a Covington police officer, he pulled a mother and child from a burning building, he is a true hero and we are proud to have him on our staff.

There being no further business, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  The Meeting adjourned at 7:48 p.m. 
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
