MOTION CARRIED

We solicited bids for the 2009 Street Paving Project Proposals.  On June 9, 2009 at 11:00 a.m., we opened five bids received from Bluegrass Paving, Barrett Paving, Len Reigler Blacktop, Paul Michels, and Eaton Asphalt.  Each bid provided pricing for different scenarios and alternatives.  After much discussion it was the consensus to hire Barrett Paving for $213,742.75 to provide construction of “option 3”.
Option #3:

Base Bid (Vincent)-Concrete pavement and curb spot repairs on Vincent Drive, followed by a 2” asphalt overlay.  Underdrains will be constructed along the back of curb.

Alternate #1 (Bonnie)-A 2” asphalt overlay of Bonnie Drive without doing any concrete base repairs or installing underdrains.
Alternate #2 (Taylor Creek)- A 2” asphalt overlay of first 430 ft. of Taylor Creek Drive, starting at Old Taylor Mill Road.

Alternate #3 (Knollwood, Daybreak & Westview) - Mill and resurface the top 1.5” of existing asphalt pavement surface on Daybreak, from Lone Oak to Knollwood; all of Knollwood and all of Westview.

Alternate #4 (Jefferson)- Mill and resurface the top 1.5” of existing asphalt pavement surface on Jefferson, for the entire length of the road.  
Commissioner Bell made a motion to hire Barrett Paving for $213,742.75, to provide construction of “option 3” (listed above), with a completion date of no later than October 1, 2009.   Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The Assistant to the C.A.O. called the roll.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the first Friday Night Flicks of the 2009 summer season would be held on Friday, June 12th, showing the movie, “Hotel For Dogs”.  The 2009 Friday Night Flicks program is being sponsored by The Bank of Kentucky.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that he has submitted a grant for the Fire Department to purchase exercise equipment.   The Recreation sponsored 5k run/walk, “Run for the Rec of it!” will be held on Saturday, June 20th.  The cost is $15 to pre-register, and $20 on race day.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that the annual budget meeting was held and the budget for the FY 2009-2010 was decided upon and finalized.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the Fire Department was going to host an open house on Sunday, June 28th to introduce our new ALS program to the public.  Everyone is invited to attend.  We have four firefighters that will graduate from Medic School on June 15th.  The volunteer appreciation cookout held on May 30th was a success.  We had 118 people in attendance.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that someone had been dumping at the end of Gail Court.  We have picked up the debris; however, if anyone would see anyone dumping, we ask that you would call the police immediately.  Mr. Roden announced that Taylor Mill Road would be resurfaced with blacktop within the next couple of weeks.  He suggested that residents use Old Taylor Mill Road to avoid long delays.
PARKS & RECREATION – Friday Night Flicks showing “Hotel For Dogs” will be held

on Friday, June 12th.  
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that during the budget process, it was approved to purchase two new cruisers.  These new vehicles will be supporting the replacement plan of rotating out of service two older vehicles, replacing them with new cruisers.
Mayor Kreimborg offered condolences to the family of Patricia Noll, who recently passed away.  Patricia Noll was the widow of the late Lou Noll a former member of our Board of Adjustments.
