UNFINISHED BUSINESS
The Park Place Sanitary Sewer System Repair project is ready to begin.  An advertisement for accepting bid proposals for the project yielded 2 bids:  Lonkard Construction Company for $67,350 and RFH Company for $86,250.  After review of both bids, our City Engineer Mark Brueggemann with CDS & Associates recommended awarding the bid to Lonkard Construction Company.  Commission Haake made a motion to hire the Lonkard Construction Company for the Park Place Sanitary Sewer System Repair project for $67,350.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

NEW BUSINESS

Commissioner Bell stated that he would like to have the Kenton County Property Valuation Administrator, Merrick Krey, attend a Commission Meeting.  The purpose would be to explain how property values are assessed, and to give our residents a better understanding of the services their office provides. BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the City has partnered once again with Weight Watchers to provide a 12 week program offered to our residents.  The cost for the program is $156.  An information meeting will take place on Wednesday, June 18, with the 12 week program starting on June 25, 2008. All meetings will be held on Wednesdays at 5:30 p.m. at the Park Place Community Center.  Anyone interested in participating should contact Ms. Bailey.
The “Taylored With Time” senior citizens group will officially kick off their new program on Wednesday, July 9, 2008 at the Park Place Community Center from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  Participation will be offered and available to any and all residents of Taylor Mill, 50 years of age and older, with annual dues of $15 per person.  Beginning July 9th the Community Center will be open for the senior citizen program every Wednesday from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  They will offer organized activities, day trips, guest speakers, informational classes, games, card tournaments, corn hole, puzzles, general socializing, and many other activities and events.  Mrs. Susan Neltner is serving as the President of the senior group.  For more information contact Denise West in the Administration Office at the City Building.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that the Transportation Cabinet approved our request for the emergency funds to repair Wayman Branch Road totaling $32,680. He also reported that all work on the Phase I of the Sidewalk project has to be completed by June 30, 2008 to meet the guidelines of the grant, with that project nearing completion, no problems are foreseen.  
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that our revenues were at 99%, while our expenditures are at 72%.  
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that training on the new ambulance has been completed and it was put into service on June 12, 2008 at 10:00 a.m.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the Maintenance crew has been patching holes throughout the City.  They have also been transplanting trees, bushes, and plants from the state acquired property to the park.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the Our Friday Night Flicks program will begin on June 13th showing:  The Bee Movie.  Our “Run for the Rec of it!” 5k Run/Walk will be held this Saturday, June 14th.  
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that the new police cruiser had been picked up and is currently being detailed.  It will then have equipment installed and should be in service by the second week of July.
