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Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the June 24, 2008 Special Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

Commissioner Reis presented Police Specialist Patrick Reis with a plaque and congratulated him for graduating from the Academy of Police Supervision at DOJCT.  

Merrick Krey, Kenton Count Property Valuation Administrator, gave an overview of the services provided by the PVA to the residents of Kenton County.   He explained the re-assessment of property every four years, the appeals process, and homestead exemptions.
He encouraged all residents visit their website and or call his office with any questions.
LEGISLATION

Chief Halpin reported that he was working on applying for a grant from the Department of Homeland Security that would provide for Mobile Data Terminals (MDT’s) for all city vehicles.  Since our Police Department already has MDT’s in each cruiser, the new MDT’s would replace their old units.  The grant is for $182,000.00 with no matching funds needed.  

Mayor Kreimborg read the Resolution authorizing the CAO to make application and to enter into an agreement with the Department of Homeland Security for the receipt of Homeland Security Grant Funds.   Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Resolution as read.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms Bailey stated that our contract with Trans Care to provide Taylor Mill with Advanced Life Support services was currently due for renewal.  The cost for the ALS service for the fiscal year 2008-2009 is $67,588.40.  Ms. Bailey and Chief Halpin are recommending approval of this contract.   Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept and authorize the aforementioned contract with Trans Care.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the City has partnered once again with Weight Watchers to provide a 12 week program offered to our residents.  We have 51 residents sign up to participate in the program.
The “Taylored With Time” senior citizens group officially kicked off their new program today (July 9, 2008) at the Park Place Community Center from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  We had 111 residents register to participate in the program, and we are expecting more.  Commissioner Bell and his family donated $200.00 to the “Taylored With Time” senior citizens program.   The group has an advisory board of Susan Neltner serving as the President, with board members Nancy Bishop, Meriam Fisk, Rita Hasler, & Nancy White.  The program will run every Wednesday at the Park Place Community Center from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that he has been closing out the books for the fiscal year 2007-2008, and has been preparing for our annual audit.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that our revenues were at 98%, while our expenditures are at 65%.   He congratulated Ms. Bailey and the Department Heads for holding expenses down throughout the year.  
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the installation of the new lighting system in the Fire House bay area has been completed.  Chief Halpin reported that they have applied for an energy rebate from Duke Energy.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the Maintenance crew has been patching holes and working on projects throughout the City.  
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the next Friday Night Flicks will be on Friday July 11th showing:  E.T. The extra terrestrial.  
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that several members of our N.E.A.T. team recently volunteered at the D.A.R.E. conference that was held at the Drawbridge Motor Inn.  Chief Knauf reported on the pros and cons of using hybrid vehicles verses conventional vehicles.  After much discussion Chief Knauf recommended staying with the current plan of purchasing Dodge Chargers, and to take measure to reduce fuel usage.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to accept Chief Knauf’s recommendation of the Dodge Charger.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
