COMMISSION MEETING

July 11, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the June 13, 2007 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.










MOTION CARRIED

Mayor Kreimborg announced that due to time constraints and scheduling conflicts of some interested parties that the agenda for this meeting would not be followed in order.
GUESTS 

Bob Horn spoke on behalf of the musical group/band “Hot Wax”.  He gave information about their show and performances, the type of music they play, and the crowds that they attract. After some discussion, in honor of the 50th Anniversary of Taylor Mill, Commissioner Reis made a motion to hire the “Hot Wax” show band to play at Park Fest this year.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

LEGISLATION

Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the Northern Kentucky Planning Commission’s recommendation to amend Taylor Mill Zoning Code to change the text and map amendments in the Land Use Study Area.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED
Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance amending the Taylor Mill Zoning Code to change the zoning map thereof to reclassify thereon an approximate 266 acre area that is located at the southeast and southwest quadrants of the I-275/Taylor Mill Road Interchange.
Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance amending the text of the Taylor Mill Zoning Ordinance.

BUILDING & ZONING 
Ms. Bailey stated that the issued tabled at the last meeting regarding Theresa Humpert’s filed request to re-zone an approximated 4 acre area located at the end of Redbud Drive from an R-2 (Multi-Family) to an R-1C (Single Family), for the purpose of building a single family residence, was on the agenda to be addressed.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the aforementioned zone change.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance to re-zone an approximate 4 acre area located at the end of Redbud Drive from an R-2 (Multi Family) to an R-1C (Single Family).

The date for the Special Meeting to have the second readings of the three pending Ordinances was set for Friday, July 13, 2007, at 6:30 p.m.  The Commission apologized to the Humpert’s for the delay in approving their zone change request.

At 7:32 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale of real property by a public agency, and K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation, and 61.810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale or real property.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 7:51 p.m.  

GUESTS (Continued)

Taylor Mill Police Officer Joe Wilder was not in attendance.  He was attending classes in Richmond, KY.  He will be rescheduled to attend our next Commission Meeting.

Rachel Brueggen, 617 Valley View Drive, asked for a response from her request to have an unauthorized fire (that occurred May 4, 2007), the actions of our Fire Department, and the actions of Chief Halpin investigated for wrong doing.  Ms. Bailey stated that after review that the City found no wrong doing by our Fire Department or by Chief Halpin.  It is the policy of the Fire Department to give a first time offender of an unauthorized burn a warning, and not issue a citation until a second offense has been committed.  Ms. Bailey then read a letter of response that she had sent to Ms. Brueggen, dated July 10, 2007, re-iterating that the City found no fault with the actions of our Fire Department and Chief Halpin regarding the May 4, 2007 incident.  
Ms. Brueggen unsatisfied with that response stated that the neighbors are threatening her and her family, and have retaliated by posting a large illuminated sign in their front yard with derogatory slurs and statements about her.  When the sign was erected she contacted the NKAPC to inquire about the zoning laws that would govern the sign.  She then asked the Commission to act upon the sign violation and have it removed.  Mr. Wichmann explained that until the City receives a report of a violation from the NKAPC there is nothing that can be done, we have to follow due process.  Ms. Bailey offered to have Chief Knauf and our Police Department mediate the situation between the Brueggens and the Bells.  Mr. Matthew Brueggen indicated that he wanted to have mediation with the police, and would like to resolve this issue peacefully.  Ms. Bailey stated that she would inform Chief Knauf of the situation and have him contact the Brueggens upon his return from vacation.
Noah Switzer, 4825 Reidlin Road, asked that the road closure and slips on Reidlin Road be addressed.  Ms. Bailey stated that we filed for State Municipal Road Aid Emergency Funds and received confirmation that the state has offered to pay 60% of the total cost of repair if we pay 40%.  To correct and repair (both upper and lower slips) the total project cost is estimated at $322,000.00; the upper slip would cost $180,000, and the lower slip would cost $141,900.  After much discussion, Mr. Roden stated that he was confident that he and the Maintenance Department could do the necessary work to correct and repair the upper slip.  If by using our own Maintenance Department for the work on the upper slip, we could achieve our 40% to satisfy the cost share with the MRA Emergency Funds grant, we could hire a contractor to repair the lower slip, and repair both problem areas.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to fix the entire road, hiring a outside firm to correct the lower slip, and repair the upper slip “in house” with our Maintenance Department.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Bob and Gerri Willis, 749 Honeysuckle Drive, stated that their home was in “area D” of the Land Use Study and they were concerned about being forced to sell their home to a developer.  The Commission assured the Willis’ that the decision to sell their home now or in the future would be solely their own decision.  No one would or could force them to sell against their will.
Dale Stylinski, 6145 Hightop Court, was concerned about the idea of “big box” stores moving into Taylor Mill in the Land Use Study area.  He stated that those types of stores would hurt the pleasing and subtle feel of Taylor Mill.  The Commission assured him that with all of the restrictions, and text & zoning amendments in place, “big box’ stores would not be able to build in Taylor Mill in the Land Use Study area.  The Commission was very particular with specifications and restrictions to prohibit those types of businesses.

NEW BUSINESS

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that she received a letter from the Taylor Mill Gardeners with a contribution of $250.00 to be used on landscaping at the H. Lee Moening amphitheater.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke announced that we were awarded the Recreation Trails grand for $56,000, requiring a 40% match by the City.  Our annual audit is scheduled to begin on August 7th.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that the unofficial revenues for the fiscal year of 2006-2007 were at 107%, while expenditures were at 93%.   
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported the Fire Department has been drilling with ladder training over the past two weeks.  Chief Halpin announced that Captain Jay Kelly resigned his full-time position, but would like to remain with the department in a part-time position. Commissioner Murray made a motion to hire Jay Kelly as a part-time Firefighter EMT-D.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that Mr. Roden and his Maintenance crew replaced a section of concrete on McCowan drive and will continue their concrete work in the Taylor Creek subdivision.  The amphitheater has been painted, and the lattice has been repaired.  The new John Deere ‘Gator’ was delivered today.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the July Friday Night Flicks would be held on July 11th showing the movie Happy Feet, and on July 27th showing Charlotte’s Web.  Vendor applications are available at the City Building and on our website for our “Flea for All” to be held at Pride Park on Saturday, August 4th from 9 a.m. until 1 p.m.  Vendor spaces are $25 each, with free admission to all shoppers.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that our newest police officer Joe Wilder stated with our department on June 25th and is currently in Richmond, KY at a 40 hour training class.  Lieutenant Wilson reported that the Police Department received a $4,200 grant earmarked for purchasing assault rifles. 
Mayor Kreimborg reported that our Adopt-A-Troop committee held a motorcycle ride fund raiser on July 7th and continue to hold Firehouse dances for 6th, 7th, & 8th grade students, on the first Friday of each month.  For Mother’s Day they sent flowers to the mother’s and wives of our deployed soldiers, and we have received many letters and emails expressing gratitude and thanks for the thoughtfulness.  The Adopt-A-Troop committee is currently working on a cookbook fund raiser.  The cookbook should be available for purchase in September by Park Fest.
Commissioner Bell commended Ms. Bailey for representing the City with an outstanding presentation about the pension crisis, at the Committee Hearing for the Interim-Joint Committee for Local Government.  He congratulated her for a job well done.  Ms. Bailey stated that Senator Thayer had asked her to speak and she felt quite honored. 
Mayor Kreimborg announced that his daughter Stephanie married Jimmy Jackson on June 30th and he congratulated the newlyweds.
There being no further business, Commissioner Haake made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 9:08 p.m.
