July 20, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm. Commissioner Kuehne gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Mayor Kreimborg welcomed Attorney Kim Quinn from Wichmann & Associates, filling in for her father Mr. Frank Wichmann who was unable to attend the meeting due to a scheduling conflict.

Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the minutes from the June 10, 2009 Municipal Road Aid Public Hearing as submitted. Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Bill Hall of 2258 Holdsbranch Road contacted Ms. Bailey with concerns regarding a landslide obstructing the water flow of Holdsbranch creek.  He stated that the slide is causing the creek to re-align its natural flow of water and eroding his side of the creek bank.  He has a shed/out building that may be in jeopardy if the erosion of the creek bank should continue, and has asked the City to address the slide and erosion issues.  Our City Engineer Mark Brueggemann, and Maintenance Director Mr. Roden, met Mr. Hall to assess the situation.  After careful observation of the creek bed and slide, Mr. Brueggemann stated that the Holdsbranch Creek is regulated by the Army Corp of Engineers.  Since the slide occurred well outside of the City’s public right-of-way any maintenance work to the creek would be the responsibility of the property owners, and would require a permit from the Army Corp of Engineers.  Although we sympathize with the property owner, the City has no responsibility there.  Mr. Brueggemann also indicated that the property owners should contact the Army Corp of Engineers, as well as, FEMA, as they may be able to assist with this problem.
Commissioner Bell stated that he would like to get some construction bids on cost estimates for remodeling the Commission room.  The current set-up, sitting side by side in a straight line, doesn’t allow the Commissioners, Mayor, C.A.O. & our attorney to see each other while speaking or discussing items.  They would like their desks built on a curve to be able to see and speak to one another more easily.
BUILDING & ZONING   
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that she has been updating our Facebook Page.  We currently have 300 followers.  We would like to make a change on our City webpage and hire a new company to host the site.  Wanting it to be more user friendly and interactive, we are in the market for a new web host.   The Taylored With Time Senior Citizen Group is going to hold a dinner dance on August 29, 2009, at the St. Anthony’s undercroft.  They have asked if the Commissioners would participate in an auction, where each commissioner would be “auctioned off” to the highest bidder.  The commissioner would then spend the evening eating dinner and dancing with that person.  Each commissioner has agreed and will participate in the evening’s festivities.   Mayor Kreimborg regretted to decline due to a prior out-of-town commitment. 
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that he has been busy closing out the 2008-2009 fiscal budget, and entering the 2009-2010 fiscal budget.  He announced that we received a grant for $6,957 for the police to purchase two Speed Alert Radar Systems
ENGINEERING – Mr. Brueggemann reported that the pre-construction meeting for the street repair and paving project went as planned.  The estimated completion for Vincent Drive and Bonnie Drive should be mid September, while the other streets would be completed by August 19th when the Kenton County Schools are back in session.  They are progressing nicely with the design phase of the sidewalk project.
FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that the annual audit would be conducted y Von Lehman & Company Inc. starting August 26th.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the Fire Department hosted an open house on Sunday, June 28th to introduce our new ALS program to the public.    The annual “MDA Fill the Boot” campaign will be held on August 22, 2009 from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm at the northern intersection of Taylor Mill Road and Old Taylor Mill Road.  Part-time Firefighter Glen Fossett has submitted his resignation as of July 30, 2009.  Mr. Fossett is retiring from the Covington Fire Department, and according to new state rules and regulations concerning retirement and C.E.R.S, to receive his full retirement benefits, he cannot be employed as a fire fighter for a specific period of time.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the resignation of Glen Fossett.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Chief Halpin reported that our “in house’ ALS program started on June 30, 2009 and is running smoothly.

LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the concrete work on Cotton Mill Drive has been completed.  The 2009 summer paving projects will begin shortly and with the exception of Vincent Drive and Bonnie Drive will be completed by August 19th.   The entire project will be completed by October 1, 2009.  Additionally, he gave a special thank you to our Assistant Foreman Jerry Jump. Mr. Jump has been saving us quite a bit of money by repairing some of our equipment in-house.  The repairs would have been very costly, if we would have had to send them out for work.   Mr. Roden reported that our Maintenance crews have been working on repairing curbs on Jefferson Place, Bonnie Drive, and Taylor Creek Drive.
PARKS & RECREATION –Friday Night Flicks showing “The Incredible Mr. Limpet” will be held on Friday, July 24th.    On Saturday, July 25th we will host our Family Camp Out at Pride Park.  Primitive camping only, families can pitch a tent at the park, and then we will have activities and games for the children, a camp fire and a story teller, then serve a continental breakfast on Sunday morning.  The cost is $10 per family.  The Flea for All will take place on Saturday, August 1st from 9 a.m. until 1 p.m. at Pride Park.  Vendor spaces are sold for $25 each, admission is free to all shoppers.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that we received from resident Jim Best, a letter of appreciation for Officer Ken Honchell, and the police staff. Officer Honchell responded to a call regarding a hit and run accident. Mr. Best commended Officer Honchell for his outstanding service.  Commissioner Reis, on behalf of the police department, presented Mr. Mike Robke with a plaque recognizing him for securing a nearly $7,000 federal grant funding the purchase of two portable Speed-Alert systems.  Chief Knauf stated years ago, we had a speed trailer, which has since quit working and is out dated.  With funding to purchase two portable radar systems we will be able to mount them easily around the City, and to retrieve important traffic data.                             
Mayor Kreimborg announced that the Adopt-A-Troop group was going to have a Motorcycle Ride on August 15th starting at Pride Park.
At 7:52 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(b) deliberations on the future acquisition or sale or real property by a public agency.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 9:00 p.m. 

Commissioner Bell made a motion for the City to purchase the property located at 5223 Taylor Mill Road for $217,500.00 for the future construction of a new city building.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Administrator called the roll.
