COMMISSION MEETING

August 8, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 11, 2007 Municipal Road Aid Hearing as submitted.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Commissioner Reis introduced our newest police officer Joe Wilder.  Officer Wilder was formerly with the Cynthiana Police Department for one year.  He started with our department on June 25th and in already patrolling solo.
Bonnie Dobson from Rust Road was not present.  Ms. Bailey stated that she had been in contact with Mr. and Mrs. Dobson and they were very concerned about the road conditions in their neighborhood as a result of the construction traffic for the Tuscany Development.  They complained of mud, dirt, and blocked intersections to name a few issues with the roads/streets.  As a result of their complaint we monitored the area and found no violations.  However, a letter has been sent to the City of Covington, asking them to monitor the area for construction destruction of the area streets and roadways.
Howard III and Julie Bell 622 Valley View, Brian and Jennifer Stephenson 613 Valley View, Melvin Hubbard 579 Valley View, and an unidentified couple from Valley View were all in attendance to defend themselves against the accusations that have been referenced to by the Brueggen’s at 617 Valley View.  For several months there has been a neighborhood feud, and the residents in attendance stated that they would like their street to return to the peaceful neighborhood that they are all accustomed to.

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BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported the annual audit is underway, and the audit report should be available in September.  She has been canvassing the community checking for zoning code violations; and has found the bulk of the violations pertain to vehicles, boats, and campers.  Additionally, we have been tracking and monitoring home businesses to confirm that they have the appropriate Occupational Licenses.  
For the past several months the issues of dispatch services have been discussed on whether or not to continue our Fire/E.M.T and Police dispatching with Kenton County or to join the newly formed Erlanger dispatching service.  After careful review and many discussions, Ms. Bailey, Chief Halpin and Chief Knauf were in agreement and recommended to continue contracting services with the Kenton County Dispatch Center.  After much discussion, Commissioner Haake made a motion to stay with Kenton County for Dispatch Services.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

ADMINISTRATION – No report.

FINANCE – No report.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that they had five applications submitted for the Firefighter/EMT-D position vacated by Jay Kelly.  The position was formerly classified as a Captain’s position, but the Review Board decided to reclassify it as a Lieutenant’s position. After conducting interviews the Fire Department Review Board decided that Doug Coyle would be the best candidate to fill the position.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Review Board and hire Doug Coyle as a Firefighter/EMT-D with the rank of Lieutenant.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that our Maintenance Department had been working around the city with tar, filling cracks.  He asked if signs could be put up, making residents aware that wet tar is the area.   Mr. Roden reported that in addition to patching and filling cracks on the roads and streets, they have been cutting back trees and brush for better vision and easier access for the school busses.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the July 27th Friday Night Flicks movie was cancelled due to rain and the make-up date will be August 17th.  Friday Night Flicks will be held on the next 3 Friday nights, August 10th, 17th, and 24th, showing “Over the Hedge”, “Charlotte’s Web”, and “The Shaggy Dog”.  
To celebrate the 50th Anniversary of Taylor Mill, a dinner dance will be held on Saturday, August 25, 2007 at the Marquis Banquet and Conference Center.  Invitations for the 50th Anniversary Golden Gala Dinner Dance were mailed to each Taylor Mill residence.  Ticket sales have been overwhelming, and we are quickly reaching capacity for seating and tickets. Anyone wishing to purchase tickets should contact the Administration Office immediately. Tickets are $10 per person.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that he had been contacted by a resident in regards to speeding on Stone Hill Drive.  Chief Knauf stated that to investigate the complaint, they ran radar and had extra patrols for a six day period.  After analyzing the data collected they found the average speed was 19.6 miles per hour in a 20 miles per hour zone.
Mayor Kreimborg congratulated Firefighter Tom Bishop and his wife Terra on the birth of their second daughter, Miss Allison Bishop.  
There being no further business, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 7:59 p.m.
