COMMISSION MEETING

August 12, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm. Commissioner Murray gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the minutes from the July 20, 2009 Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Mayor Kreimborg announced the promotion of Police Officer Patrick Reis from a Specialist to a Sergeant.  Sgt. Reis has been with our Police Department for 15 years, and has been the recipient of many awards and accolades.  The Mayor presented Sgt. Reis with his new badge and a plaque.  Several officers were in attendance to show their support for Sgt. Reis.

LEGISLATION

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Our City Engineer Mark Brueggemann gave his report on the status of the Grand Avenue Bridge repair project.  He stated that due to the major erosion and slippage along the northeast wing-wall, the footers are exposed and the bottoms of the footers are in full view.  This has created serious problems with the stabilization of the bridge itself.  While conducting their preliminary work, Thelen Associates were brought in to conduct soil borings, testing and to develop design recommendations for the drilled concrete piers and for underpinning the existing east bridge abutment.  Mr. Brueggemann noted that a conduit/culvert attached to the structure of the bridge is carrying several utilities, including; a 24” water main, gas lines, a second water line, and sanitary sewer lines.  His estimated construction cost to repair and stabilize the bridge is $230,000, with an additional $24,000 to reconstruct the bridge decking.  Ms. Bailey stated that she would like to pursue some different options for paying for this project, including applying for a State funded Emergency Road Aid grant, and approaching the Northern Kentucky Water District, Duke Energy, The Sanitation District One, and Kenton County Fiscal Court regarding cost sharing this project.
NEW BUSINESS

Ms. Bailey stated that our Kentucky League of Cities (KLC) annual membership dues are due, and in light of the recent accusations and financial issues surrounding the KLC, she asked the Commission for direction on our association them.  After much discussion, it was the consensus of the Commission to withhold our membership dues until the State Auditor Crit Luallen finishes her audit and evaluation of the KLC organization.  Additionally, Commissioner Bell made a motion to make a Resolution expressing our concerns regarding the spending practices and overall organization issues of the Kentucky League of Cities.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

BUILDING & ZONING   
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that she received a letter from the Northern Kentucky Water District regarding an update on the pending construction at their Taylor Mill Treatment Plant on Grand Avenue.  Construction should start in the summer of 2010, and it is anticipated to be an approximate 30 month project. 
ADMINISTRATION – No report.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that the annual audit would be conducted y Von Lehman & Company Inc. starting August 26th.  We are hopeful to have the 2009-2010 proposed tax rate by our September meeting.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the Fire Department had a structure fire on August 10th, and our firefighters did an excellent job.  Chief Halpin reported that the annual “MDA Fill the Boot” campaign will be held on August 22, 2009 from 9:00 am to 4:00 pm at the northern intersection of Taylor Mill Road and Old Taylor Mill Road.  Mayor Kreimborg stated that Mr. & Mrs. Stegman, from Robertson Road, asked him to convey to the Fire Department that they were very appreciative of all that they did for them during their recent house fire. 
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the 2009 summer paving projects are under way.   Vincent Drive and Bonnie Drive residents should start seeing work done on their streets, with the entire project completed by October 1, 2009.   The milling and repaving projects are nearing completion on Jefferson Place and Knollwood Drive, and the Taylor Creek project should start by the week’s end.  Ms. Bailey stated that some unforeseen road deterioration was discovered with the milling process on Jefferson Place and Knollwood Drive that had to be corrected before the paving work could be completed.  The necessary additional work cost $15,000.  The resurfacing of the first 500 feet of Taylor Creek Drive should begin by the weeks end, and should be completed by August 19th.
PARKS & RECREATION –Friday Night Flicks showing “Kung Fu Panda” will be held on Friday, August 14th.   Our Family Camp Out originally scheduled for July 25th was cancelled due to rain, so our make-up date for our Camp Out will be Saturday, August 29th.  Primitive camping only, families can pitch a tent at the park, enjoy activities and games for the children, a camp fire and a story teller, and then we will serve a continental breakfast on Sunday morning.  The cost is $10 per family.  
Mayor Kreimborg announced that The “Taylored with Time Senior Citizens” group would be hosting a dinner dance at the Marquis Banquet Center in Wilder.  The “Summer Soiree” will be held on Saturday, August 29th.  Tickets are $25 per person, they will be sold pre-sale only and are available at the City Building.
POLICE – No report.
Ms. Bailey stated that Commissioner Reis was unable to attend the meeting due to a scheduling conflict with another commitment, Chief Knauf was away on vacation, and she thanked Lt. Wilson for attending on the Chief’s behalf. 

At 7:56 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 9:00 p.m.

Ms. Bailey requested that the City Commission consider scheduling a special meeting for Wednesday, September 2, 2009 for the purpose of meeting with CDS & Associates so that they can review the results of the feasibility study commissioned by the City Commission in regards to the condition of our existing City Building facilities and its potential replacement.  It was the consensus of the City Commission to schedule the meeting for the aforementioned date.

Ms. Bailey indicated that we need to set the price for the purchase of ride bracelets for Park Fest to be held on September 19, 2009.  Ms. Bailey recommended that we increase the cost of all day ride bracelets from $5.00 to $10.00 and reported that last year the sale of $5.00 bracelets recouped one half of our expenses associated with the rentals of the rides for the event.  After much discussion, it was determined by a majority of the City Commission to sell ride bracelets at this year’s event for $5.00 each.

Commissioner Kuehne asked for an update on the status of roof repairs to Station 2.  After some discussion, the City Commission indicated that they would be willing to cover $8,000.00 of the expense to fix/repair/replace the roof.  They requested that the balance of the repairs if necessary be covered by the Taylor Mill Volunteer Fire Fighters Association who actually own the building.  

There being no further business, Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  The Meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
