GUESTS 

Melanie Stallkamp 719 Vincent Drive, appeared before the Commission seeking help with the severe water problems that they are experiencing.  They purchased their home 4 years ago and have been told by neighbors that 8-10 years ago the City came in with a back hoe and installed the drainage system which runs along the back of their property.  This drainage ditch is an inadequate and overgrown drainage system, that doesn’t channel water runoff away from their house.  She would like the City to correct the work that was performed those years ago. Our Maintenance Director Marc Roden, and our City Engineer Mark Brueggemann, have toured the site and agree that the drainage ditch behind her home has been unattended, is overgrown with vegetation, and has no capacity for the volume of water.  Her house is built on the low spot of the property, with the ditch or drainage system on higher ground.  For this type of ditch system to re-route water would have to be maintained and kept clear of vegetation and debris.  Mr. Brueggemann stated that after searching City records as well as, records at the County courthouse, we cannot find any dedicated public easements or any filings for this drainage ditch/system for this area of Vincent Drive.  The City has no records of this work being performed.  Albert and Margaret Freeman of 718 Vincent Drive, were present and stated that they witnessed the City come in and do the work many years ago.  Mayor Kreimborg stated that one possible explanation of not being able to find any records, could be that the project may have been completed by the Taylor Mill Utility Department.  The Utility Department was separate from the City, with it’s own board and was not governed by City until the late 1990’s when it was merged into the City.  When the water system was sold to the Northern Kentucky Water District, all of the Utility Department records that were available went to the NKWD.  After much discussion, the Commissioners were in agreement that they should correct the work that the City or Utility Department started.  Mr. Brueggemann stated that he would contact Ms. Stallkamp within 2 weeks to address her issues.
Ed Kuehne of 5303 Old Taylor Mill Road, introduced himself and announced that he had filed to run for a seat on our City Commission.  He said that he looked forward to the election.
Mayor Kriemborg acknowledged Jim Wendeln of 5110 Taylor Mill Road, in the audience that had also filed to run for a seat on our City Commission.  He wished both men good luck in the upcoming election. 

Working on their Communications Merit Badge, Boy Scouts Grant Stewart and Nick Hellmann were also in attendance.
LEGISLATION

Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance amending the Taylor Mill Zoning Ordinance to change the zoning map to reclassify a .5 acre of area located at the intersection of Ridgeway Drive and Taylor Mill Road from the R-1C Zone to the NC Zone.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Ms. West was present to address the proposed Adopt-A-Troop homecoming celebration.  She was to speak on the celebration that was to be hosted by Taylor Mill and 4 other cities to welcome home our supported soldiers.  However, just prior to the meeting she received information that the joint cities would not be hosting an event here in Northern Kentucky for the soldiers, but would share in the cost to host a celebration in Ft. Campbell, Kentucky.  Since this was a last minute development, she had no details available.  She stated that she would gather the new information and report back at a later date.

NEW BUSINESS

The Mayor addressed the issue of a Resolution supporting a ban on smoking which is being considered by the Boone, Campbell, and Kenton County Fiscal Courts.  After much discussion it was the consensus of the Commission to table the issue until more information is known about which direction the County Fiscal Courts are headed.
Kevin Novesl the owner of the Knuk ‘N Futz restaurant spoke against the smoking ban.   He stated that the allowance of smoking should be left to the business owners and not the government.
BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Mr. Robke was filling in for the vacationing Ms. Bailey.  Mr. Robke reported that Ms. Bailey, Chief Knauf, and Commissioner Reis conducted interviews to fill the vacant police officer position.  They have recommended hiring Kenneth Holstein, a retired 20 year veteran from the City of Covington Police Department.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to hire Kenneth Holstein. ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that he has been working on installing updates and software to his new computer.  He had experienced trouble transferring data from the old system to the new one.  
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – No report.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that they had received an energy rebate check from Duke Energy for $870.00 as a result of the installation of the new lighting system in the Fire House bay area.   The MDA Boot Drive would be held on August 23rd from 9 a.m. until 4 p.m. at the northern intersection of Taylor Mill Road and Old Taylor Mill Road.  We have three full time firefighters currently enrolled in Paramedic School.  Chief Halpin stated that Firefighter’s Pullman, Harrison, and Huth all volunteered to commit to 1 full year of medic school.  We have heard that Trans Care will increase our fees by 60% next year for their contracted service.  With this medic training our Fire Department will be able to continue offering ALS services to our residents.   
LEGAL COUNSEL – Mr. Wichmann read a Municipal Order certifying the existence of an emergency for the repair of Wayman Branch Road.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the Municipal Order as read.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the Maintenance crews have been cutting the lawns of the state acquired properties located on Old Taylor Mill.  Mr. Roden stated that they have been working on the trail paving project, and paving projects on several streets.  He also reported that he had been attending some meetings about winter roads pre-treating solutions.  The latest pre-treating solution is using beet juice with a mix of salt & brine.  The city of Cincinnati already uses the beet juice mixture and Kenton County will begin using it with the start of the upcoming winter season.  Kenton County has agreed to store the mixture for us, so we are going to test this combination as a pre-treater.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the final Friday Night Flicks for the 2008 summer season will be on Friday August 22nd, and we will be showing:  Ratatouille. Our 10th annual Park Fest will be held on Saturday, September 13th.  Admission is free, however, a $5 wrist band will be sold to anyone wishing to ride the carnival and inflatable rides.
Commissioner Bell suggested that we gather information regarding the City hosting a Farmer’s Market.

POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that our new cruiser, our first Dodge Charger has been added to our fleet and has been assigned to Officer Joe Wilder.  Chief Knauf stated that he was excited about hiring Officer Ken Holstein.  He comes to us with 20 years of experience, with strong customer service skills, and will be a great fit with our department.
