Mr. Roden introduced the newest employee in the Maintenance Department, Tony Hoffman.  Mr. Hoffman retired with 20 years of service from the Kenton County Public Works.  With his experience he will be a welcomed addition to his department.

Officer Holstein retired with 20 years of service from the Covington Police Department with the rank of Sergeant. NEW BUSINESS

The Taylor Mill Swim Club submitted a letter requesting the use of our Commission Chambers on the 3rd Monday of each month to hold their board meetings during the club’s off season.  This City has allowed the Swim Club to do this for many years.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to allow the Taylor Mill Swim Club to hold their board meetings in the Commission Chambers.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

Scott High School submitted a letter requesting permission and a permit to hold their annual Homecoming Parade on Friday, October 3, 2008.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to grant a permit allowing Scott High School to proceed with their parade.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mike Schwartz form the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC), was present to discuss the Tuscany Amended Stage 1 Development Plan. Henry Fischer of Fischer Homes, and Chuck Berling, were also present.  Mr. Schwartz stated that after careful review of the plans the NKAPC staff is recommending approval of the amended plan.  Essentially, Fischer Homes are proposing to switch what is currently identified in the plans as condominiums, to single family patio homes.  After much discussion it was the consensus to accept the NKAPC recommendation.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the recommendation of the NKAPC to approve the amended development plan and to instruct our attorney Frank Wichmann to write the new amendment.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mike Schwartz form the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC), was also present to discuss the Model Sign Regulation proposal.  The NKAPC has done extensive research and spent a significant amount of time and energy gathering information about sign regulations.  They have put together a comprehensive sign regulation ordinance that they would like each of the Northern Kentucky cities to adopt.
After much discussion, it was the consensus to adopt the ordinance.   Commissioner Murray made a motion to have Mr. Wichmann give a first reading of said ordinance.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

We received a request to close to public use an unnamed and unimproved public ay that extends in an easterly direction from Droegge Avenue between Fairview Court and Buds Way. BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that we are waiting for paperwork from CDS & Associates, to enable us to get easements signed for work to begin on the Vincent Drive drainage ditch.  It has been put on a priority list for the work to be completed.   Ms. Bailey explained that currently we are in a 3-way joint ownership of a bucket/boom truck with the cities of Edgewood and Ft. Thomas.  The truck is housed in Ft. Thomas and they have use of the truck 95% of the time.  Many times we cannot get use of the truck when needed, resulting in us having to rent a truck.  As a result, we would like to terminate our agreement of a third partnership of owners.  The City of Edgewood is also wishing to terminate their partnership of owners.  After some discussion, Commissioner Murray made a motion to terminate our agreement.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

The State of Kentucky has contacted us requesting a permanent easement on a small portion of the corner of Pride Park, for storm water retention.  They will pay us $1,050.00 for the 876 square feet of our property at Pride Park.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to authorize the easement.  Commissioner Murray made a second. PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the 10th annual Park Fest will be held on Saturday, September 13th.  Admission is free, however, this year we are going to charge $5 for a wrist band to ride the carnival and inflatable rides.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that the Police Department was going to implement a trial program for our officers working 4 – 10 hour work days.  This program will be evaluated in January to see if the program is working and is cost effective.   Chief Knauf stated that Officer Ken Honchell received an Accommodation for his work on a substantial marijuana seizure that included $2,000 in cash. 
At 8:38 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(b) discussions of deliberations on the future acquisition or sale of real property and K.R.S. 61.810(c) discussions of proposed or pending litigation.
