September 12, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Mayor Pro Tem Haake gave the invocation, and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the minutes from the August 8, 2007 Commission Meeting as submitted.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Commissioner Murray introduced and welcomed back to Taylor Mill, returning Firefighter EMT-D Lieutenant Doug Coyle.  Chief Halpin stated that Lt. Coyle was hired to fill the position vacated by Jay Kelly.   Among other duties, Lt. Coyle will be in charge of training and conducting fire inspections.  
Bonnie Dobson from Rust Road asked the Commission to help the residents of the Holdsbranch Road area with problems that they are having with the construction of the Tuscany Development.  She was concerned with the placement of a temporary road, and general road conditions to gain access to their neighborhood.   Ms. Bailey stated that the development currently under construction was not within the city limits of Taylor Mill however, she had been in contact with Mayor Callery from the City of Covington, and had asked him to monitor the area for construction destruction and to keep the project developers building to the specifications as agreed by the accepted plans.  
LEGISLATION

Ms. Bailey gave the first reading of an Ordinance providing for the annual assessment of all real estate and personal property within the city limits.  The tax rates for the fiscal year 2007-2008 are .2380 per $100.00 for Real Property, and .4400 per $100.00 for Personal Property. The second reading of the Ordinance will be read at a Special Meeting on Friday, September 14, 2007 at 5:00 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS

Representing the Scott High School Band Boosters, were Marilyn Stevens, Sandy Beach, Todd Moody, Missy Moten, and Ms. Erpenbeck.  Mrs. Stevens spoke on behalf of the group and asked the City for permission to host a 5K Run in an effort to raise and generate funds for the band.  The race called  “Band on the Run” will be held on Saturday, November 17, 2007, at 8:00 a.m., utilizing the same course that Taylor Mill Recreation’s 5K Run “Run for the Rec of it!” follows along Old Taylor Mill Road, beginning and ending at Scott High School.  Chief Knauf stated that the Taylor Mill Police Department would handle traffic control and would notify by mail, all of the residents that would be affected by the temporary road closures.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to allow the “Band on the Run” 5K Run to be held with the aforementioned details.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

BUILDING & ZONING 
Ms. Bailey reported that she has been canvassing the City for zoning violations, and to date, approximately 150 violation letters have been mailed out to residents.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the Administration office was selling the 50th Anniversary commemorative pewter ornaments for $10 each, and the Adopt-A-Troop cookbooks “Recipes from Home” were also available for $10 each.  The Scott High School Homecoming Parade will be held on Friday, September 21st, and Taylor Mill Road will be closed at approximately 6:10 p.m. on that evening.  The NKAPC Code Enforcement Board has been assembled and serving on the board representing Taylor Mill is Mr. Ed Keeney.  Mr. Keeney has been selected to serve as Vice Chairman of that body.  In November of 2005 we passed a Resolution supporting an East West Connector and/or improvements for KY 1501/Hands Pike.  We have learned that the project has received “scoping funds” in the Kentucky 6 Year Plan.  Although Hands Pike is not in the Taylor Mill city limits, this new construction would benefit our residents with an overall impact of this area.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that the Phase II Sidewalk grant and the Community Center grant applications were both denied.  At the 50th Anniversary Dinner Dance Governor Fletcher presented us with a check for $193,500.00 to assist with the repair of Reidlin Road.  The money was the result of a grant for emergency funding that we had previously applied for.  The Covington Boosters Association announced that they would make a quarterly donation of $250 to our Adopt-A-Troop program. 
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that revenues are at 20%, while expenditures are at 16%. 
FIRE – Commissioner Murray welcomed Doug Coyle back to the Fire Department.  He had resigned his position at the end of 2006 to work for the City of Independence, but has rejoined our department as a Lieutenant.  Chief Halpin reported that the solicited bids were opened for the new life squad on September 10th and the review committee should have a recommendation by the next Commission Meeting.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Mr. Roden reported that Pride Park would be closed from September 13th until Tuesday, September 18th, to allow for preparations for Park Fest.  Commissioner Bell questioned when the work would begin to make the repairs to Reidlin Road, now that we have received the grant funding that project.  Ms. Bailey stated that construction was anticipated to take place during the upcoming winter months.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that Park Fest will be held on Saturday, September 15th from 2:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.  The fireworks display will begin at approximately 9:15 p.m.  Free shuttle bus service will be provided continuously all day from the parking lots of Scott High School and Allison & Rose Funeral Home.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that our Police Department will be assisting with Park Fest and the Homecoming Parade.  Chief Knauf added that the Kenton County Sheriff’s office would also be assisting during Park Fest.
At 7:42 p.m. Commissioner Haake made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(f) discussions or hearings which might lead to the appointment, discipline, or dismissal of an individual employee.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting opened to the public at 8:00 p.m.

Ms. Bailey presented a proposal from McKenna & Associates for the purpose of having them prepare a marketing brochure for the newly created and re-zoned Downtown Taylor Mill Areas.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to authorize the City Administrator to execute the contract with McKenna for marketing services.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Administrator called the roll.

Ms. Bailey also presented a suggestion for the City Commission to host a hospitality suite during the Kentucky League of Cities Convention being held in Covington, KY in October of 2007.  It was discussed that the suite would be open for two evenings, with the first evening being dedicated for the purpose of marketing the Downtown Taylor Mill Areas to developers and builders throughout the Greater Cincinnati/N. Kentucky Market.  The second evening would then be reserved for Kentucky League of Cities Delegates in honor of our community’s 50th anniversary.  Currently, the City has 3 sponsors for the 2 evening hospitality event that will cover most of our expenses.  They are:  CDS & Associates; Thelen & Company; and McKenna & Associates.  It was the consensus of the City Commission to move forward with this endeavor.

Commissioner Reis indicated that he has plans to rent Park Place Community Center for a surprise 50th Birthday Party on New Year’s Eve, and would like permission to have a D.J. and bring in a temporary dance floor.  Commission Murray made a motion to authorize Commissioner Reis to have a D.J. and install a temporary dance floor in Park Place for his event.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The City Administrator called the roll.

The City Commission further discussed the possibility of installing a permanent dance floor in the Community Center for people to use for dancing at their events.  Additionally, it was suggested that the City consider holding a fundraiser event for Pride Park at Park Place in future years on New Year’s Eve.

Ms. Bailey announced that she had received a letter of resignation from Assistant Maintenance Foreman, Jerry Jump indicating that he would be retiring effective Thursday, September 27, 2007.  The City Commission formally accepted his letter of retirement and wishes him much success in all his future endeavors.

The City Commission also discussed the status of the Rt. 16 Reconstruction/Relocation Project, and identified that the project appeared to be moving forward on schedule.  Specifically, it was discussed that the relocation of utilities for the project was required to be completed 30 days preceding October 15, 2008.

There being no further business.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
