UNFINISHED BUSINESS
NEW BUSINESS

Stephanie McGlasson from VonLehman & Company presented the annual audit findings, from the audit report of the fiscal year 2007 – 2008.  She had previously supplied each commissioner with a copy of the report for review.  Ms. McGlasson reported that the City was in excellent financial shape, and everything presented fairly.  She announced that at years end the City of Taylor Mill had no outstanding debt.  

BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that on Sunday, September 14th the City was hit with a severe wind storm which consisted of  winds up to 85 miles an hour.  The estimated loss and damages the city sustained totaled $51,000.  The storm, damaged roofs, uprooted trees, downed power and phone lines, destroyed tents that had been erected for our Park Fest festival, and many other incidents.  Most of the city was without power for several days, and some residents were without power for over a week. Although the City Building had no power or phone service for 3 days, it remained open to help serve residents.  She commended all of the departments, staff and volunteers for working together to serve our residents.  
Tax bills will be mailed on October 15th, with a due date of December 31, 2008.  On October 4th we held an auction at the park to dispose of surplus vehicles and property.  The event was well attended and after disposing of all items our profit was $8,584.  Since the City of Taylor Mill repaired and shored up the slip on Wayman’s Branch Road, the Kenton County Fiscal Court and the City of Covington shared the cost to repave Wayman’s Branch Road in its entirety.  The repaving project has been completed. 
ADMINISTRATION – No report.
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake thanked our Department Heads and our City Administrator for keeping the spending in line with the budget.

FIRE – Commissioner Murray read a letter from Volunteer Fire Captain Rick Mueller, thanking Jill Bailey for her dedication and support during the wind storm on September 14, 2008.
In order to transition from a Basic Life Support (BLS) department to an Advanced Life Support (ALS) department one of the requirements made it necessary to hire a licensed medical director.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to authorize Ms. Bailey or Mayor Kreimborg to enter into a contract or agreement to hire a licensed medical director.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

A wood chipper was rented and everyday for a week and a half, the Maintenance crew traveled each street in Taylor Mill removing all of the storm debris.  
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the Haunted Trail would be held on Friday and Saturday, October 24th & 25th at Pride Park for 8 pm until 11 pm.  Admission will be $8 per person.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis reported that the second Dodge Charger has arrived and will be put into service as Chief Knauf’s unit.
Trick or Treat will be held on Halloween night, October 31st from 6:00 p.m. until 8:00 p.m.
