LEGISLATION

Mayor Kreimborg read a Municipal Order approving re-appointments to the Board of Adjustments.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the Municipal Order as read.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

**Mr. Wichmann arrived at 7:08 p.m. **
Mayor Kreimborg announced that the second reading of the 2009-2010 tax rate, which was the compensating rate plus 4%, was to take place; however, in light of the many residents present to question the proposed tax rate, he opened the floor for discussion.  There were a total of 14 residents in attendance.  Among the residents were:  Vicki Griffin 3264 High Ridge Drive, Ray Mauer 3193 High Ridge Drive, and Clay Griffith 3289 High Ridge Drive.  The consensus of the residents present was to ask the Commission to reconsider the proposed tax rate increase of the compensating rate plus four percent.  They questioned the need for the tax increase.  Many of the residents were from the High Ridge subdivision and stated that their property values had been reassessed this year and were increased a sizeable amount, which will result in higher taxes.  Mayor Kreimborg explained that the City is a business and a tax increase is necessary to keep up with inflation, the cost of living, and to simply cover expenses.  Like the private sector the City is facing increases for insurance, fuel prices, gas & electric, water, and sanitation, just to name a few.  Ms. Bailey stated the tax rate for last year (2008) was 2.49 per $1000, which meant taxes were $249 for a $100,000 home.  The proposed taxes would be as follows (based on a $100,000 home):

After much discussion, it was the consensus of the Commission to change the tax rate from the compensating rate plus 4% to just the compensating rate.  Having to follow proper protocol Mr. Wichmann had to give the second reading of the proposed tax rate ordinance.
Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of the tax rate for the fiscal year of 2009-2010, with the real estate rate of .2800 per 100 and the personal property tax a rate of .6380 per 100.  There were no motions to accept the second reading.  Mayor Kreimborg announced that the proposed Ordinance failed.










MOTION FAILED

As directed by the Commission, Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance establishing the tax rate for FY 2009-2010 as real estate taxes at .2700 per 100, and for personal property taxes at a rate of .6130 per 100.
Mr. Wichmann read an Interlocal Agreement in regards to the collection of License Fees & Taxes.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to authorize Mayor Kreimborg to sign the agreement, which would allow the City of Taylor Mill to participate.   Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City clerk called the roll.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that seven soldiers from Fort Campbell, KY, associated with our Adopt-A-Troop program will be coming to town for the weekend and will be participating in the Scott High School Homecoming Parade on Friday, October 16th, and will then attend a dinner at the Park Place Community Center.   Ms. Bailey stated the executive session listed on the agenda would not be necessary.  

Mayor Kreimborg congratulated Ms. Denise West for receiving her certification to become a Certified Municipal Clerk from the International Institute for Municipal Clerks.
ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that we have received a grant for $32,000 to purchase four Mobile Data Computers for the Fire Department.  We were also notified that we will receive $150,000 in an Emergency Aid Grant for the repairs needed for the Grand Avenue Bridge.  
ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that the auditors should be at the November Commission meeting to present their findings.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that the roof has been repaired at station 2, and they are currently looking for a new company for ambulance billing.  Chief Halpin reported that we have had 3 part time employees tender their resignations; Shawn McDonough, Marty Finan, and Jason Stewart.  Time restraints were the reasons cited for their separation.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the three resignations as submitted.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

It will once again be held at Pride Park on Friday and Saturday, October 23rd & 24th, from 8 p.m. until 11 p.m.  
POLICE – Commissioner Reis announced that Sgt. Patrick Reis had applied for and secured a grant for $74.000 to purchase in vehicle video equipment.  
There being no further business, Commissioner Reis made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  The Meeting adjourned at 9:31 p.m.
