NEW BUSINESS

Ms. Bailey had a request from Scott High School that the City share in the cost for resurfacing of the tennis courts at the school.  Attached to the proposal was a bid from Len Riegler Blacktopping.  Ms. Bailey stated that there was a prior agreement with Scott High School in 1992 and 1994 which stated that the City would purchase nets in exchange for public use of the tennis courts and extended hours of the courts being open at night.  Mayor Kreimborg expanded on his recollection of the agreement.  Commissioner Haake suggested that the City enter into an agreement whereas the cost would be shared equally between Kenton County, the City and the Board of Education.  Commisisoner Bell agreed.  Mayor Kreimborg suggested that we negotiate that suggestion with the County and Board of Education.  Motion made by Commissioner Haake to split the cost equally between Kenton County, the City and the Board of Education.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The Administrative Secretary called roll.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that the Taylor Mill Swim Club has requested to use the Commission Chambers on the third Monday of each month beginning in October and ending in April.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to allow the Swim Club use of the Commission Chambers.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The Administrative Secretary called the roll.

ADMINISTRATION – Mr. Robke reported that the Administration office has mailed out the tax bills and that there was a glitch on the bills in regards to the homestead exemption.  The tax bills did not show the exemption however the amount owed reflects the deduction of $31,400.00.

Chief Halpin went over some of the features of the new life squad and reported that it would take 3 – 6 months for delivery. MAINTENANCE – The Assistant Maintenance position has been advertised.    
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith was at a meeting for the Haunted Trail.  Mayor Kreimborg reported that the Haunted Trail will take place on Friday, October 19th and Saturday, October 20th from 8:00 p.m. – 11:00 p.m. at Pride Park.  
ADOPT A TROOP – Ms. Bailey reported that Denise West went to Ft. Bragg, North Carolina on October 11 – 13 to meet with some of the wives from our adopted troop the 18th EOD Bomb Squad.  Ms. West was presented with a plaque from the soldiers that were awaiting deployment to Iraq to relieve our troops that have been deployed since October, 2006.  Ms. West also reported that there would be a Halloween Dance at the Taylor Mill Firehouse on October 26th from 7:00 p.m. – 10:00 p.m. for Grades 6 – 8.
POLICE – Chief Knauf reported that the Police Department is in the process of their national accredidation.  
Ms. Bailey announced that the City has adopted a Salvation Army family.  The City will also participate in the Steinford Toy Drive.

At 7:55 p.m. Commissioner Haake made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(b) discussions of deliberations on the future acquisition or sale of real property.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 8:35 p.m.
Ms. Bailey presented a request from Rob Sanders, at the Commonwealth’s Attorney Office, to acquire one of our surplus Ford Explorer’s for $750.00.  Ms. Bailey indicated that the blue book value of the vehicle was $4,775.00.  After further discussion, it was the consensus of the City Commission to offer the vehicle to Mr. Sander’s office at a price of $3,700.00.  
Ms. Bailey also presented a proposal for the acquisition of a new color copier to be centrally located in the Administration Department for use by the various departments.  The copier preferred by the Administrative Assistants, after testing 3 various styles of copiers, was a Sharp MX-3500 at an approximate price of $7,500.00.  Ms. Bailey explained that the current copier in the Administration Department would be put into use in the Fire Department and their current copier would be taken out of service.  The benefits of the new copier was that it allowed color copies, black and white copies, a hole punch, a sorter and stapler, auto duplexing and networking capabilities.  Commissioner Haake made motion to purchase the copier recommended by the staff and to adjust the Capital Improvements budget accordingly in the upcoming budget amendment.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Administrator called the roll.
