BUILDING & ZONING  
Ms. Bailey reported that she recently canvassed the City for zoning violations.  Many were discovered and have been forwarded to our Zoning Administrator at the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC), so that notices can be mailed.  Mayor Kreimborg explained that our goal is to keep Taylor Mill a nice and attractive city in which to live.  He asked all residents to step back and to take a good look at their property, and try to see it as their neighbors do. Residents that have questions regarding zoning violations should contact the Administration office at the City Building.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that she needed to add another item to the scheduled Executive Session.
ADMINISTRATION – No report.
ENGINEERING – Mr. Brueggemann stated that since being notified that we will receive the $150,000 in an Emergency Aid Grant for the repairs needed for the Grand Avenue Bridge he would like authorization to move forward with the project.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to direct CDS Associates to start the process for the Grand Avenue Bridge project and prepare the bid specifications and packets, for solicitation and distribution.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mayor Kreimborg announced that the Vincent Drive and Bonnie Drive project has been completed, and looks very nice.  Ms. Bailey thanked Mr. Brueggemann and CDS Associates for overseeing the project.

FINANCE – Commissioner Kuehne reported that the 2009 tax bills have been mailed and anyone that has not received their bill should contact the Administration Office at the City Building. 
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that Captain Ray Jamison has announced that he will retire and resign his position as of December 31, 2009 at 11:59 p.m.    Mr. Jamison has been with the department for 12 years, and has stated that he would like to return to join our volunteer staff to make life squad runs.   
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the maintenance department has been working on trucks, plows, and salt spreaders, etc. getting everything maintained and ready for the winter season and inclement weather.  Mr. Roden noted that the salt bay/barn is full of salt and ready for the season.
PARKS & RECREATION –Ms. Griffith reported that the Christmas Tree Lighting Party will be held at Pride Park on Sunday, December 6th from 4 p.m. until 6 p.m.   The day will feature horse drawn carriage and hay wagon rides, a craft, a bonfire, a petting zoo, refreshments, Taylor Mill Elementary’s 5th grade choir, and Santa Claus.  Our Santa’s Street Visits will take place on Saturday, December 12th, beginning at 9 a.m. usually finishing around 3 p.m.  Light Up Taylor Mill will be held on the evening of Sunday, December 20th.  Turn on your holiday displays, set out & light luminaries, or simply turn on your porch light, and ride through the streets of Taylor Mill to view the holiday decorations and light displays of your neighbors.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis announced that they had completed the hiring process and have offered a police officer position to James Mills.  Mr. Mills is currently an officer with the Northern Kentucky University Police Department.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to hire James Mills.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City clerk called the roll.
