COMMISSION MEETING

November 12, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the minutes from the October 8, 2008 Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Haake made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

LEGISLATION

Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of an Ordinance amending the text of the Taylor Mill Zoning Ordinance pertaining to signage.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the ordinance as read.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of an Ordinance to install stop signs at the intersections of Creek Ridge & High Ridge Drives and Holly Ridge & High Ridge Drives. Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the ordinance as read.   Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mr. Wichmann gave a first reading of an Ordinance in regards to revising the requirements for an annual business regulatory license.

Mr. Wichmann read a Municipal Order appointing Patrick Lenihan, to the unexpired term of Lou Noll who passed away, and re-appointing Todd Fuller and Kenneth Sears to the Taylor Mill Board of Adjustments.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to accept the Municipal Order as read.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Chief Halpin reported the status of Advanced Life Support Services.  He stated that starting July 1, 2009 TransCare services will be increased to $173,000 annually to participate in their program. Currently we pay $68,000 for TransCare ALS.  Prior to the meeting he had distributed an ALS packet to each Commissioner which included 4 proposals that ALS or BLS could be achieved.  The Chief asked the Commission to consider proposal D.  Much discussion ensued, and the Commission agreed that at this time, they were not ready to make a decision regarding these services.  They wanted more time to review the proposals and gather more information.  Ms. Bailey stated that we have to decide if we want to offer ALS (Advanced Life Support) or BLS (Basic Life Support) services to our residents. 
NEW BUSINESS

Currently Commissioner Bell serves as our representative on the OKI Regional Council of Governments.  With the pending expiration of his term, he has indicated that he would like to continue serving on the Council.  Commissioner Haake made a motion to re-appoint Commissioner Bell as our representative to OKI Regional Council of Governments.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Mayor Kreimborg stated that he had recently been approached about giving a discount to the schools located in our City for renting the Park Place Community Center.  After much discussion it was decided to offer a discount to the schools and churches within the city limits of Taylor Mill with the following provisions:

· Each entity could have a discount of $25 off of the regular “in city resident rate” 
· The discount could only be used 3 times during each calendar year 
· The rental contract and agreement must be signed by the principal or pastor.  
Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to offer the discount to schools and churches as described above.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

BUILDING & ZONING 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

CITY ADMINISTRATOR – Ms. Bailey reported that changes have been made to the job description of hazardous duty employees, and that we need to pass a Resolution for and  Agency Transferring From Non-Hazardous to Hazardous Coverage as defined by KRS 61.592 (1) (b).  Commissioner Murray made a motion to adopt the Resolution and to incorporate the following language into the job descriptions for hazardous duty employees: 
· This position meets the definition of Police Officer found in KRS 61.315(1).
· This position is required to have Peace Officer Professional Standards and Certification.

· This position is required to carry a firearm.

· This position faces a high degree of danger or peril through the use of force needed to make an arrest or by threats made against the authority the badge represents.

· This position is exposed to infectious diseases or blood borne pathogens as a result of working in close physical contact with the general public.

· This position requires a high degree of physical conditioning in order to make an arrest, apprehend suspects, and deal with the physical and mental stress associated with the duties of this position.

ENGINEERING – No report.
FINANCE – Commissioner Haake reported that revenues were at 40% and expenditures were at 20 %.
FIRE – Commissioner Murray reported that our Fire Department had trained with the Ryland Heights Fire Department extracting water from a lake to battle a fire.
LEGAL COUNSEL – No report.
MAINTENANCE – Commissioner Bell reported that the drainage problem behind Melanie Stallkamp’s home at 719 Vincent Drive has been repaired and corrected.   Our crew has been doing concrete work on Coachway Drive and Stone Hill Drive.  The will address the concrete problems on Sage Hill Drive next week.  Additionally, our crew repaved, with blacktop, Forest View Lane in its entirety.
PARKS & RECREATION – Ms. Griffith reported that the Christmas Tree Lighting Party will be held at Pride Park on Sunday, December 7th from 3 p.m. until 6 p.m.   The day will feature horse drawn carriage and hay wagon rides, a craft, a bonfire, a petting zoo, refreshments, Taylor Mill Elementary’s 5th grade choir, and Santa Claus.  Our Santa’s Street Visits will take place on Saturday, December 13th, beginning at 9 a.m. usually finishing around 3 p.m.
POLICE – Commissioner Reis commended Officer Joe Wilder on being named this year’s recipient of the Governor’s Excellence Award for DUI Apprehensions.  Chief Knauf stated that Officer Wilder would be at our December meeting to receive his award.
