COMMISSION MEETING

December 9, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm. Commissioner Murray gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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Commissioner Kuehne made a motion to accept the minutes from the November 11, 2009 Commission Meeting as submitted. Commissioner Reis made a second. All Commissioners were in favor.

GUESTS 

Commissioner Reis announced that this year’s recipient of the Governor’s Excellence Award for Outstanding Achievement in DUI Apprehensions was Officer Joe Wilder.  Commissioner Reis presented Officer Wilder with a plaque from the Governor’s office.  

Commissioner Reis introduced Officer James Mills our newest police officer.  He joins our department as a certified officer through the state of Kentucky, after serving with the Northern Kentucky University Public Safety Department.

After completing the promotional process of written exams and an oral examination Officer Karen Spanyer has been selected to fill our vacant sergeant position.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to promote Officer Karen Spanyer to the position/rank of sergeant.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City clerk called the roll.

He congratulated Sergeant Spanyer on her accomplishment, and presented her with her new “sergeant’s badge”.    
Jack Perkins of 734 Oakland Drive wanted to address a violation letter that he had received regarding the storage of his garbage cans.  His garbage cans are currently being stored on the side of his house in plain view from the street, because he stated that he cannot store his cans behind his house because of the topography of his yard.  Our ordinance states that garbage cans cannot be stored in the front or on the side of the residence, if visible from the street.  He would like us to repeal the ordinance.  The ordinance also addresses a time frame for sitting garbage cans at the curb for trash collection, and for retrieving said cans.  The timeframe outlined in the ordinance is very strict and unrealistic for residents to adhere to.  Mr. Perkins stated that if we were going to enforce the storage on garbage cans that we must enforce the timeframe in which is stated in the ordinance.  After much discussion it was the consensus that we would not repeal the current ordinance, but would check with our neighboring cities to see how their garbage can ordinances read, and would look into adjusting the time frame for garbage set out and empty can retrieval.

Stephanie McGlasson from VonLehman & Company presented the annual audit findings, from the audit report of the fiscal year 2008 – 2009.  She had previously distributed copies of the report for review.  Ms. McGlasson reported that the City was in excellent financial shape, and everything presented fairly.  She announced that at years end the City of Taylor Mill had no discrepancies.  

The Storm Water Asset Transfer with the Sanitation District was tabled until the January meeting.

We received a request to install a street light in the vicinity of 647 Manor Drive.  After review, Chief Knauf recommended the installation.  We mailed surveys to 21 residents in the area, and 9 surveys were returned, all stating “yes” they were in favor of installing the street light.  Commissioner Murray made a motion for the installation of a street light near 647 Manor Drive.  Commissioner Kuehne made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Commissioner Reis made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.

Ms. Bailey presented a proposal for a KY 16 Streetscape/Over Pass Beautification Project.  The City Commission discussed the project and indicated support of the endeavor in the future.  Ms. Bailey suggested having CDS & Associations prepare a cost estimate on the project, as well as, a video model that could be used to solicit grant funds and/or corporate sponsorships.  The general consensus of the Commission was to work on this project at the same time as our portion of KY 16 was under construction.

The City Commission also discussed various ways to keep the residents at the North end of our city limits informed of City events and activities.

There being no further business, Commissioner Reis made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  The Meeting adjourned at 8:46 p.m.
