COMMISSION MEETING

December 10, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.  Commissioner Haake gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mayor Kreimborg.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mayor Kreimborg stated that the approval of the minutes from the November 12, 2008 Commission Meeting would be tabled until the January meeting.
GUESTS 

Commissioner Reis announced that this year’s recipient of the Governor’s Excellence Award for Outstanding Achievement in DUI Apprehensions was Officer Joe Wilder.  Commissioner Reis presented Officer Wilder with a plaque from the Governor’s office.  

Commissioner Reis presented a departmental award to Specialist/Officer Pat Reis to acknowledge the Governor’ Award for DUI Apprehension recipients.  Officer Reis has received the Governor’s Award 10 out of the last 14 years.
Christy Arlinghaus and Julie Schuler, members of the Crescent Springs Adopt-A-Troop committee, asked for the Commission to reconsider their position of not supporting the Dinner/Dance Ball that was being planned for our troops that have returned home to Fort Campbell, KY.  Due to miscommunication and misunderstandings, the Crescent Springs, Villa Hills, and Lakeside Park Adopt-A-Troop committees had included the Taylor Mill Adopt-A-Troop, in cost sharing this project.  The Taylor Mill portion of the event was a total of $7,500.  It had been agreed upon not to participate in this event wishing to spend our funds on our other deployed troop, and our troop that is to be redeployed in October of 2009.  We intended to support our troops by sending them care packages and other items while they are deployed overseas.  Ms. Arlinghaus and Ms. Schuler both stated that without our contribution, they would not be able to continue with the scheduled celebration Ball that was to be held in Februaury.   After much discussion, due to their assumption that Taylor Mill would contribute one fourth of the cost of the Dinner/Dance Ball, Commissioner Murray made a motion to support the Dinner/Dance Ball with $4,000 from our Adopt-A-Troop funds.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Mr. Wichmann gave a second reading of an Ordinance in regards to revising the requirements for an annual business regulatory license.  Commissioner Reis made a motion to accept the ordinance as read.  Commissioner Bell made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

Ms Bailey read the Resolution for an agreement with the Department of Emergency Management and FEMA to receive disbursed funds for damages incurred from the windstorm of September 14, 2008.  Commissioner Murray made a motion to accept the Resolution as read.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Mark Brueggemann, with CDS Associates, had previously distributed to the Commission the results and recommendations from his study regarding the Vincent Drive Improvements.   He evaluated the existing storm sewer, and gave several options for correcting the inadequate and undersized system currently in place.   He also discussed the restoration and repaving of the street which is in deplorable shape as a result of the deteriorating underground sewer system.  The cost of the project that he is recommending is estimated at $476,000.  It is a possibility that the Sanitation District No. 1 would cost share the project cost with a 50/50 split.  After much discussion, Ms. Bailey stated that she would contact the Sanitation District No. 1 and arrange a meeting with them to discuss our options for this project.

Mayor Kreimborg announced that we were going to briefly break from the agenda before our department reports.   He recognized Commissioner Bob Haake for his 14 years of dedicated service to the City of Taylor Mill as a City Commissioner.  Commissioner Haake’s wife Donna, along with their daughter Lori Ford, and her husband and son were all in attendance.   The Mayor presented Commissioner Haake with a ceremonial “Key to the City” and expressed our heartfelt thanks for his dedication and willingness to help with the betterment of the City Taylor Mill.  Commission Haake also received; a plaque from the Police Department presented by Commission Reis, a plaque from the Fire Department presented by Commissioner Murray and Chief Halpin, and a honorary street sign “Bob Haake Way” and a City of Taylor Mill 50th Anniversary banner presented by Commissioner Bell and Mr. Roden.   At the conclusion of the presentations, Mayor Kreimborg called a brief recess for a cake and punch reception for Commissioner Haake.
