December 16, 2008
Mayor Kreimborg called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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At 7:01 p.m. Mayor Kreimborg made a motion to go into executive session per K.R.S. 61.810(f) discussions or hearings which might lead to the appointment, discipline, or dismissal of an individual employee. Commissioner Murray made a second.  All Commissioners were in favor.  

The meeting re-opened to the public at 7:38 p.m
Mayor Kreimborg identified that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss various options for the provision of ALS services, and any other business that may be brought before the City Commission for discussion and/or action.
Ms. Bailey and Chief Halpin had prepared an in depth report to explore alternatives for the purpose of providing ALS services to the citizens of Taylor Mill. Prior to the meeting, Ms. Bailey had distributed the report outling 12 different options. 
After briefly reviewing each option, much discussion ensued.  It was the consensus to focus on Option J; to provide ALS service with our own staff by utilizing one (1) ambulance, with variable number 3; to use 2nd ambulance as a BLS unit only.   Commissioner Haake made a motion to proceed with ALS service Option J and variable 3.  Commissioner Murray made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Currently, we are contracting with a consortium of Campbell County Communities to provide ALS services via Transcare.   Commissioner Murray made a motion to terminate that contract as of June 30, 2009.  Commissioner Reis made a second.  The City Clerk called the roll.
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MOTION CARRIED

Ms. Bailey stated that our intention is to be operational providing our own ALS services by July 1, 2009.  If we are not operational by that date, we will temporarily contract with an ALS provider, possibly Campbell County or Alexandria.

Commissioner Bell made a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Haake made a second.  All were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
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
