City begins work on Zoning Ordinance Revisions

The City of Taylor Mill Embarks on Updates to City Zoning Ordinance to 
Encourage and Support a New Downtown District 
Project
In the summer of 2006, the City of Taylor Mill adopted the I-275/KY 16
Background
Improvement Area Land Use Study. The Land Use Study was prepared in response to the realignment of Taylor Mill Road (KY 16) and with the anticipation that road realignment would bring increased development opportunities to the City. Based on research, public input, and analysis, the Land Use Study recommended the creation of a new Downtown District in the City of Taylor Mill. As identified in the Land Use Study, the Downtown District will include a new “Main Street” that will accommodate a mix of uses, allowing residents to work, shop, and enjoy entertainment in the new downtown area. The Downtown District will also require the development of high-quality buildings, streetscapes, and pedestrian walkways.

Project
While the Land Use Study identifies the vision for the new Downtown District,
Description 
zoning amendments are needed to make the Downtown District a reality. The City of Taylor Mill is now beginning work on Zoning Ordinance amendments that will create new zoning districts to accommodate a mix of uses – including civic, retail, service, and office – in the area surrounding the I-275/Taylor Mill Road (KY 16) interchange as called for in the Land Use Study. In addition to creating new districts, the amendments will include site development, design, and landscaping standards that require high-quality development.
Project Impact
The zoning amendments will establish regulations for new uses and standards

for new development in the Downtown District. Existing uses in the Downtown
Property 
District can continue into the future without interruption. However, any
Owners
redevelopment that occurs after the adoption of the zoning amendments would have to comply with the new Downtown District regulations.

Project
The project began in March 2007 and is expected to culminate in the adoption of
Schedule 
zoning amendments in July 2007. Numerous public meetings will be held throughout the process of developing the zoning amendments, including City Commission and Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission (NKAPC) meetings, with dates to be announced when dates and times are determined. Residents are invited to attend these meetings to learn more about the process and to offer input on the proposed zoning amendments.
